PUtfETSOUNDNLED NOT BID
The Got era meat Will Give Armor

Plate Coatrart to the Eaat
or Soath.

Special Dispatch to the Post-In *#lligencer.
WASHINGTON. Nov 12.-Senator Wil-

son is in receipt of a ietier from Lieut.
Chambers, recorder of tne special board
appointed bv fhe secretary of the navy to
investigate the subject of armor plate and
the feasibility of establishing a govern-
ment factory for its construction. Lieut.
CharTTjers" letter is in r*sard to the request

for information concerning the proposed
armor plate plant recently made by W. B.
Dennis, president of the Board of Trade,
of Port Toarr.send.

Lieut. Chambers states that the board is
now busy preparing description, plans, es-
timates and specifications for the propose J
piant, which «!'.! ix submitted to the sec-
retary of the navy December 1. The board
has no authority to locate such piant. h«
says, but i; is . nte<mplated that "soon af-
ter December 1 th« secretary of the navy
will advertist for pr >js>sals to furnish such
a plant as a whoje. or any part or parts

thereof separately." It is also suggested
by Lieut. Chambers that the best time for
Port Townsend to submit its claims will
be in answer to clie advertistment tor pro-

posals.
it is worthy of note In this connection

that the armor plant board only visited a
very few Southern and Middle Western
«t*te« in order to examine such sites an
had been offered, and utterly ignored all
sections of the Pa<'ihe coast, in spite of thu
fact that Seattle. Taeoma. Port Townsend.
Everett and otht-r points on Puget sound
had. through the Washington representa-

tives. given notice to the navy department
that they would he prepared to submit of-
fers of sites to the government at the
proper time, and whtn they might be in-
formed Just what the government required
for its purposes, it would appear from
this that in the selection of a site for an
armor plant, which there is a good deal of
probability congress will authorize to be
established during the coming session. th«
Pacirtc coast is to be wholly ignored. In
fact, one naval officer stated to the Post-
Intelligencer correspondent the othtr day
that the department would not think of
locating such a plant on the Western coast
for the- reason that very little of its product
would be used by vt sseis on the Pacific
ocean. Only one more warship is contem-
plated for Pacific waters, and it is ex-
tremely probable that the construction of
this may be delayed for a long time to
come. On thf other hand, the Atlantic
squadron is to be increased, provided con-
gress will listen to the recommendations
of naval officers arid an armor factory, if
constructed at all, should be located as
near as possible to the Atlantic seo. oard.

The two principal competitors for the
construction of the armor plate factory, it
is understood, will be the Illinois Steel
Company, located in that state, and rhe
Carnegie Company, which already has a
plant for making armor plate at Bethle-
hem. Pa. The I'amegie Company, it is
said, will offer to sell Its plant to ths gov-
ernment at a lower figure than any one
else could poaaibly construct a similar
plant for. A third offer will probably be
made by a large Iron producing firm for
the location of a plant near Birmingham.
Aia. Any one of the*t three plac"» is deem-
ed far more likely to he selected as a site
for the contemplated new factory than any
point on the Pacific coast. In the opinion
of many officials in the navy department,
the people of the Puget sound cities would
do well not to build any hopes upon the
location of the armor f ictory in their vi-
cinity. for if they do. they are almost cer-
tain to be disappointed.

Washington's representatives, however,
do not seem inclined to ahate their efforts
in behalf of their constituents on the
Bound. There are- on file letters in behalf
of Seattle. Tacoma and Port Townsend. A
letter from President W. B. Dennis, of
the Port Townsend Board of Trade, says
that city "ha? more than one site which, it

maintained by m«ui familiar and con-
versant wlcii factics, would be 'he
most advantageous location for snbserv-
inc the highest Interests of the depart-
ment, of the government and of all the
people." He. concludes w::n the assurance
that Port Town-end proposes to present
bids at the proper time.

WASHINGTON. Nov. 12.?Seattle j« to

have a chief clerk for the railway mail
service located there, positive assurances
to that tffe t having been made by the su-
perintendent of the railway mail service.
The chief pause for delay seems to be found
in the fact that there is no clerk of class 5
in that district who can be transferred to
Seattle at the present 'ime. and in the
hesitation to import a clerk of that class
from some other section of the United
States. The department Is now looking
over the field with the view of finding
someon? in the service in that district
competent and -apabie enough to assume
the duties of clerk. In that case, he
Will probably b« raised to the proper grade
and stationed at Seattle. The sviju-rintend-
ent of Lhe railway mail service states that
he realizes thoroughly the necessity for
the proper supervision of the extensive
postal system of which Seattle is now the
center.

mediate vicinity of Skagit City has re-
?eived an accession of several new fam

Hies of Lite, A process of dividing up th*
1 nd into small holdings is largely going

on. One farm that :us lately rutuged
ownership is to be made into the homes of
seven new families in the spring. These are
of the most thrifty class of people m th»
state.

This is the manifest destiny of a !ars*
portion of this special region, and it is safe
to say that there exists no more thriving

section in the state of Washington than
the valley of the Skagit.

It requires no great and wealthy rail-
way corporation to advertise its resources
or to boom its settlement. Nature seems
to have provided condition* here that
were denied to seme other of the like rl<- l

valleys of the state, via.: Shipping and
transportation facilities to the best mar-
kets at the least cost, and natural irriga-

tion of its lan«ls. Toe prohts from the
cultivation of its soil belong to the thrifty
settlers, rather than to those providing for
its transportation facilities or Its irrigating

water supply. Hence to a great extent Ita
present and assured future prosperity.

No other section, either, probably has
approached its large yields of the cereals
and fruit from a given area, so far as
known. The wonderful capabilities of a
small farm of ten or twenty acres here for
furnishing a pleaasant home and main-
tenance of a family are hardly dreamed of
hy tho:<e who are on the ordinary ridge
lands, in other portions of the state.

In th«* Ol>ittpla Marsh District.
The farmers in the Olympta marsh and

adjoining sections are gradually changing
their system of farming frcm the old prac-
tice of growing almost exclusively hay and
oats for markPt to a more profltahls gen-

eral mixed husbandry. More stock, of

cattle and hogs, is kept. The growing of
roots, such as carrots.. mangolds and Uu-
nlps. is common. Perhaps no part of th*
state is the equal of portions of this coun-
ty for profitable stock and milk produc-
tion. The fields jn this district will glr «

a yield of 4 to ;? tons of hay per acre. th«
growth of two and one-half month*, while
they van be pastured the balance of the
nine and one-haif months of the year, re-
turning. it is safe to say, more cattle feed
in the grass form than perhaps any other
section in the Pnited Static can boast of.
Forty tons of carrots per acre are arown
upon the alluvial and beaver dam land*

here, and that with very small out la \ of
hand labor, as most ot the cultivation on
such soil Is done with the smoothing har-
row or its counterpart. Ihe "weeder. run
by horse power. The same great crops of
mangolds and turnips are grown.

The carrots and turnips can be fed right
from the ground where grown, requiring
no expense in the way of harvesting and
storing the roots, our climate conditions
tjelns similar to those in Bngland. The
same practice In this particular followed
there is feasible here. The expense of
labor is thus largely eliminated. Rsock
growing here in the next few years, and
during the great influx of gold arekers to
this northwest coast, will be certainly-
very profitable.

With the immense stacks of oatstr*w,
h< retofote largely burned in th« field, and
hhe root crops so cheaply produced, and
with our mild, open winters allowing

stock to feed in the fields the greater por-
tion of the time, conditions are more f.i-
vorable for this stock growing industry

almost than could be wished for. The cost
of producing is reduced to a minimum and
is becoming to 1«> rc<-ogniied. None
of the timbe- ridge lands of the state can
at all compete with the section west of
Avon and Burlington on the Skagit rlvrr
In the raisin? of stock, milk production,
or in the growing of certain other special
crops.
