The men had been under the custody of
Deputy Sheriff Tom Kelly. They were
taken from him by the mob and hanged to

a beef windlass, several yards from the
Jail. Their bodies were left hanging dur-
ing the entire day, the coroner rot having
arrived and no one else volunteering to cut

them down.
Abuut forty men were concerned in the

lynching. They rode into Willlamgport on
hors»bj< k late at night and tethered their
horses a short distance from the city, that
they might secure them again as speedily
a- necessary after the deed was done. The
jail is a substantial stone structure and
was in charge of Deputy Sheriff Thomas
Kelly. Since the confinement of the pris-

oners there, so great, has been the f-ar that
they might, escape in some way that one
man has watched the prisoners all night.

Last night Kelly was on watch.
There was a meeting of the lodge of

Woodmen in a building near the jail, and
as K iiv was a member he expected to

meet some of the members of the lodge

after the meeting had adourned. To

"This platform denied the relation of a
national political party to municipal af-
fairs. It challenged the right of the Re-
publican party to mike a Republican nom-
ination. It placed upon the doctrine of
?non-partisanship* a new interpretation,
and one which forbade the possibility of
co-operation between the Republican par-
ty a ! the Citizens' Union.

"This was dor.e. we mu--t remember,
away baelp' in the spring and before the
average citizen had begun to consider what
his political course should be. Nobody paid

any attention at the time, for nobody sup-
posed it would mean that the citizens were
going deliberately to work to defeat them-
selves. or that they could obtain a can-
didate who would stand with them In such
a suicidal policy.

"The Republican leaders, however, who
had long experience, perceived Its signifi-

cance and the perilous situation to which
it was bound to lead. It anticipated ev-
erything which the Republican party
would do to secure a union and repudiated
all in advance. IT demanded the uncon-
ditional surrender of the Republi can party,

not simply to objectionable candidates, but
to Impossible platforms. It demanded that
the Republican party must *ay that in
municipal affairs It would nor allow it.s» If
to !>e the Republican party, and would as-

sert 110 right to make nomination or define
policies.

"Tho Republican leaders met an Insolent
charge without bitterness and resentment.
They found no fault with the candidate
whom the Citizens' Union picked out as
the expression of its purpose and idea.
They do not now deny that they regard
him is practically the sort of a man he
has turned our to Vie?a vainglorious self-
seeker. masquera«llrig as a Republican,
but WiUing at any time to ur- <-k the Re-
pub.lc.in hip on a ledge of his own am-
bition*.

"The Republican leaders do not d f-ny
that they Wi re then opposed to the Can-

dida. y of Seth I/iw. But they allowed
their opposition to take no definite or ir-
ritating shape. They slmpH insisted that
th* It' publican party did have a Just nnd
Inevitable relation to municipal affairs;

that it did have the r arfct to n >tnina«»
and it must exercise that rlcht; that the
views and wishes >t t's adl: *r< n*s wer- en-
titled to consideration, and that there
ought to b,- a union between the Citizens'
Union and the Republican party, but that
It ought to be an honorable, friendly and
equitab union, under the terms of which
bo*h should have n TtrtCS in cho-wing can-
didates ard in defining policies,

'This w is the ex« t state of things up
the time when the Republican county

c mmittee adopted «v,mm:s®.oner OolUs*
resolution, inviting all anti-Tammany or-
ganization*- into a confer« nee, in or !-r

a date micht be fixed when they

should ail Y ,ld their r, mlna'ing conven-
tions. so that ready conference and har-
nv-nlous a ion migb* be .-s-ured.
