cated. and Col. Thomas Warren, o? Lake-
side, succeeded in interesting Spokane
parti#* who organised the Methow Moun-
tain Mining Company, with J J. Brown as
president and Alonxo Murphy, secretary.

Work was commenced at once and ha? been
continued steadily ever since, a tunnel be-
ing driven between the wails of the vein,

which stands nearly vertically. At first the
ore body was but eight in<hes wide, it be-
ing a copper sulphide, and assaying 17 to

the ton, but after tunneling ninety teet.
continually in mineral, it widened to four
feet and increased steadily In value, now
running «Zi.«. Two shifts are at work,

and orders have recently been received to

extend the tunnel another fifty feet. They
have about 130 tons of ore on the dump.

MOUNT VERNON. Nov. 21.-The flood

has subsided and the people have begun

to believe that there will be no more tor-

renta through the streets, although on two

former occasiona the first flood was fol-

lowed In two or three days by * second,
higher and more terrible than the first.
But the water haa receded so much that
travel about town Is resumed by pedes-
trians and something of the awful result*
of the flood can be seen.

In the lower end of town the water Is
still pouring through the break in the dike
and is keeping a considerable portion of
the town under water. It will take some
time to estimate the damage, but it will
be many thousands of dollars.

Tbe ballast is all washed out of the
Great Northern railroad grade from a
point north of the depot for a distance of
fifteen miies south. The railroad bridge
is so badly out of plumb that it will re-
quire extensive repairs before it can be
US«id.

Patrick Gibbons, the logger, loirt W.OOO
worth of logs at the railroad bridge. They
were in tow of the steamer Monte Cristo,
and the entire boom went out with the
flood.

fVvelopment work on the Blue Jay mine
at Meadow creek is still l*ng carried on.
The owners were for a time in doubt as to

whether the true hanging wall of the ledge
had been encountered, so a tunnel s*ven-

twn feet long was driven into It. but no
ore was found, although the men were
working In diorlte part of the time. Some
small seams of granite were then met with,

so this work was discontinued, and now
drifting to the eastward is in progress.
The depth at which this work Is being done

Is about 180 feet, and between the two prin-
cipal ore bodies cut by the long tunnel,

and until the drift Is carried on some sixty

or eighty feet and another cross-cut made,

very little can b« known regarding the
future of the property. It is. however, the
unanimous opinion of practical men and
mining experts who have examined the
Blue Jay. that it will make a mine even-
tually, although the ore will have to be
treated on the lake.

HIGH WATER AT CHEHALIS.

River Rose Above Any Hark Hade la

the last Tea Tears.

Special Dispatch to the Post-Intelligencer.

CHEHALIS. Nov. 21.?The mercury has
dropped almost to the freezing point and
the waters of the Chehalls and Newaukum

are going down rapidly. The general opin-

ion is that there has not been so much
water In the valleys for more than ten

years. Three years ago there was a freshet
that broke alj> previous records, but Fri-
day at 11 o'clock the water st >od nearly

a foot above the highest mark of that
year.

The old' settlers tell of floods that cov-
ered Main street as far up as the Meth-
odist ?church, and a few of the first-com-
ers who disputed possession of the soil
with the aborigines remember when there
was so much water that one could travel
by boat from half-way up the big hill
east of town to the Claquato postofflce,
hut there have not been any floods of that
kind In the recollection of the present gen-
eration. It Is quite certain that the water

never reaches such high points nowadays

as It did fifteen or twenty years ago. The
rivers have been cleared of much debris,

and the timber has been cut away a great
deal, so that the water finds its way down
more rapidly.

A great deal of damage has been done
In the Chehalis and Newaukum valleys.
The Claquato bridge was the most ex-
pensive one that has gone out. but a num-
ber of others within a few miles of town
are gone.

Bo More Pilots Will Be Repaired on
Steamers to Alaska.

PORT TOWNSEND, Nov. a.-Shipping

men here claim to have received news that
the regulation! heretofore In force, re-
quiring pilots to be sent on all Alaska-
bound steamers. Is not to be enforced in
the future. The news is causing some
concern among not only steamboat own-
ers, but shippers as well, as It is said that
the underwriters will have nothing to <io
with a steamer plying in Alaskan waters

without a pilot. It being required, more-
over, that all pilots going north be thor-
oughly competent. The story Is that the
testimony in connection with the inquiry
Irto the lohm of the steamship Mexico had
something to do with the suspending of
the Alaska pilot regulation.

It seems also that an order has recent-
ly been made suspending the rule requir-
ing mates on Inland-water steamers. In-
stead of Issuing license for mati s on rivt-r
steamers hereafter, as has been done in
the past, a second-cla.-** license will be
Issued, but as a matter of fact there is no
rule requiring pilots on them* river steam-
ers; hence, It will be seen thjt river
*ieami*rs can hereafter carry one otfl'-.>r
lees th«n heretofore, and still comply with
the law. If this regulation Is to remain
suspended, a man must serve as quarter-
matter Instead of mat© hereafter, to mike
himself competent for examination for
master's papers In the rivers.

Trouble on Great Northern Bxteada
Ea»t of Spokaae.

WASHINGTON. Nov. 2L-There Is good
reason to beiieve that the British govern-
ment will view with favor the formation
of a commission to clear up vexatious
questions between the United States and
Canada. This attitude will be important
in the consummation of the commission
plan, for the best efforts of the United
States and Canada toward a general set-
tlement could come to naught unless the
imperial government approved the efforts
and stood ready to give them official exe-
cution in the form of a treaty.

At first the sharp differences aroused by
the recent Bering sea meeting led to tha
belief that Great Britain might stand In
the way of a commission which would dis-
cuss, among other questions, such imperial
subjects as the tariff. The British have
been tenaciously holding the advantages
secured by the Canadian preferential
British tariff, and it was thought the
colonial office at London would not view
with favor any movement by a commis-
sion which would disturb the preferential
tariff. It app«atrs, however, that the Brit-
ish authorities are sincerely anxious to
close up the various irritating questions
which have long existed between Canada

the United States, through the me-
dium of a commission or otherwise, and
that no idea is entertained that when the
commission dealt with the Imperial sub-
ject of the tariff it would involve any dis-
turbances of the British-Canadian tariff
relations.

There are said to be many articles, such
as coal and fish, which axe not exchanged
between Great Britain and Canada. On
such articles, therefore, any reciprocal ar-
rangement between the United States and
Canada would have no Influence on Brit-
ish trade with Canada. The home gov-
ernment Is said to be fully conscious of
the advantages which Canada may se-
cure in the extensive American market
lying alongside her, and there is under-
stood to be every desire to aid Canada in
the Enjoyment of reciprocal trade with
this country.

Already the British ambassador has
been authorized from London to begin ne-
gotiations for reciprocity treaties between
the United States and the British West
Indian colonies. This is clt<?d to show the
favor which the London authorities exhib-
it toward securing the best reciprocal ad-
vantages for British colonies. It is said
the same view would prevail as to Cana-
dian reciprocity. In any event, the work
of a commission would bo preliminary
only, and It would remain for the British
government to give it effect by formal
treaty.

SPOKANE, Nov. 21.?A Great Northern
train arrived from the east this morning
over hte Northern Pacific tracks. The
passengers were transferred to the North-
ern Pacific train and went west this even-
ing.

Superintendent Russell Harding, of the
Great Northern. Is in personal charge of
repair crews, in the Cascades. Local offi-
cers of the road say the line will be open
between here and the east and trains run-
ning by Tuesday night. When the r«ad
west will be reopened for travel is yet
unknown.

The Kootenai river at Bcnner's Ferry on
the line of the Great Northern rose twenty-
two feet In twenty-four hours, Friday,
breaking all records.

The subjects other than the tariff, such
as border immigration, fishing in the great
lakes, etc.. are not of an Imperial charac-
ter, and concern only the United States
and Canada. In these, Jt Is said, Great
Britain has no interest whatever, except
to see them settled on terms satisfactory
to Canada. The lake fisheries have been
a prolific source of trouble. It Is claimed
that the fish of the lakes, particularly
white fish, are being exterminated by the
lax laws of some of the states bordering
on the lakes. The destruction of the fi<h
Is said to be analogous to the destruction
of the seals In Bering sea, and one of the
subjects which Canada would urge be-
fore the commission would be the pro-
tection of the fisheries in the lakes.

Prof. d'Arcy Thompson, the British seal
expert, having concluded his labors, left
today for Toronto, Intending to reach New
York in time to take the Lucanla for Liv-
erpool later in the week. His trip to Can-
ada is .personal and has no connection with
pending Bering sea negotiations. Prof.
Thompson expresses himself as well
pleased with the recent meeting of ex-
perts, and with the results arrived at.

Since the expert agreement was reached,
a protocol has been signed by Mr. ILim-
lin, chairman of the expert meeting, am!
the secretaries, Mr. Venning, in behalf of
Canada, and Mr. Clark, in behalf of the
United States. This protocol sets forth
the circumstances under which the meet-
ing was held, with the minutes of the pro-
ceedings, and to some extent aids in the
interpretation of the agreement by show-
ing all the circumstances lending up to It,

Sir Julian Pauncefote. tha British am-
bassador, has been confined to his room
for the last two weeks with a return rf
his old attack of rheumatism. It prevent-
ed his attendance at* the Bering sea meet-
ings and in this and all other affairs of
the embassy. Mr. Adam, his secretary,
has been in charge. In the meantime, such
questions as reciprocity with the British
West Indies, the general arbitration
treaty, etc.. have been in abeyance, but
they are likely to come up for discussion
w:th the authorities here as soon as Sir
Julian 13 fully recovered.
