His Father, Who Lives at Portland,
Nor His Wife Can Give Any Rea-
son for His Disappearance—He
Had a Good Business, and His

Willlam B. Gambell, of 340 Twenty-third
avenue south, is the subject of most
anxious inquiry by his wife and his father,
City Auditor A. N. Gambell, of Portland,
Or. For nearly five ycars the son and
husband has been a resident of Seattle.

Mr. Gambell's fafher arrived in the city
yesterday from Portland to assist in
searching for the missing man. With F.
M. Muldoon, a neighbor of the Gambelis,
he visited police headquarters last night
to give a description of his son and to
enlist the services of the department in
finding him.

The Gambell case appears to be a sin-
gular one. The missing man's descrip-
tion, as given to the police last night
by his father, is as follows: Height, 5 feet
10 inches; weight, about 140 pounds; fair
comptexion, gray-blue eyes and light mus-
tache. He was quite bald and was dressed
in a brown suit, with brown derby hat
and black shoes.

Mr. Gambell's business is such that he
Is compelled frequently to be absent from
the city for several days at a time. It
was his custom, however, to keep his
family and his office employes posted as
to his movements almoest daily. He would
telegraph or telephone to the office to in-
quire about business matters and would
inform his wife by wire of his movements
from day to day. If, by chance, he was
unable to return home at the appointed
time he would invariably telegraph Mrs.
Gambell that he was delayed, and would
tell her when he would be able to start
for home,

Mr. Gambell left his home Friday night
to take the steamer City of Kingston for
Vancouver, B. C. His intention was to
return home not later than Sunday or
Monday a week ago. Mrs, Gambell ex-
pected him home on Sunday, but did not
worry on his fallure to put in an appear-
ance. She confidently expected him on
the following day, and when Monday had
passed and the following day brought no
word from her husband, rhe became very
uncasy. As the hours lengthened into
days and, linked together, the days made
out a week, and still no word was re-
celved fram the missing man, the wife's
alarm and grief became pitiable, end finai-
ly in despalr sh¢ went to her neighbors
for help and telegraphed her husband's
father to come from Portland and direct
the search for his son.

EAPLORED NANY YEARS AGO.

J. C. C. Lewis Writes of Great
Copper River Country.

WHAT OQUTFIT MUST CONSIST OF.

A Klondike Pack Would Not Very
Well Answer the Wants of a Cop-
per River Trip—Game and Fish in
Great Abundance—Indians Say the
River Is Navigable—Lewis Was in
Country Twenty-nine Years Ago.

J. C. C. Lewis, a civil engineer, who
makes his home at Salem, Or., has written
to the Post-Intelligencer, gi\dng informa-
tion of gn:at value to those who will join
in the Copper river expeditions to Alaska
ifn the spring. Lewis is in position to
speak intelligently of the country, for he
expiored it many years ago when Alaska
was almost unknown to the average resi-
dent of the Unitead Siates. Twenty-nine
years ago he was one of two white men
who, with an Indian guide, visited the
country. They were not burdened with
any great amount of provisdons or heavy
outfits, In fact, they traveled with very
light packs. Flour and salt were their only
provisions, but they encountered game
enough to feed a regiment. Moose, caribou
and bear were plentiful wherever they
went. Then, too, the sireams were found
to be stocked with fine fish. Lewis will
lead a party into the Copper river country
in the spring. He has written to the de-
partment of the intertor at Washington
City, suggesting in the name of humanity
that the United States government build a
government military road from the mouth
of the Copper river to the Klondike, the
distance being about 350 miles.

“I informed the department,’” wvrites Mr.
Lewis to the Post-Intelligencer, “‘that the
Indians had told me that there was a low
pass in that course, also that the lower
Copper river had a great quantity of water
and that a large boat could easily go down
it to the coast. I never was on the lower
river. My information concerning it was
derived from our Indian guide while we
were about 250 miles above its mouth, near
the point where we struck across the Shu-
shitna river. We descended the northern
hr:xlzu-h of the Copper river about 150
milee,

“I believed the Indian when he said the
(‘np;wr river was navigable, as it was an
immense stream at that point, and I think
I was fairly excusable in writing the gov-
ernment that I believed it would prove
navigable. I yet bclieve a railroad would
be feasible in that section and that it can
be had upon safe grades.

Not Much Snow.

“I notice in your paper several routes to
be opened by rail and river navigation in
conjunction. From my knowledge of those
regions, I think that would not be an eco-
nomical measure, as the rivers, as a rule,
are not clear of ice only from five to seven
months each year, and the winter season
up there is the very best for railroad busi-
ness, Cars can run every day, There is not
snow enough in the Yukon country to
blockade trains. I dare say there is far
more snow in the very small strip along the
coast than in the whole broad expanse of
the Yukon basin. Up In the Copper river
and Cook inley regions, where it snows, it
pays attention to it, and does it up in great
shape, and Keeps it up. But the weather
is nover very cold, possibly touching zero
a very few tlmes in the winter; while in
tha Yukon region it gets so cold it cannot
snow, and most of the snow they get is
from the frost falls.

“Any corporation wishing to open up a
line of commerce into that region would
better leave the rivers entirely alone, Then
they will do well. The first all-rail route
into that region 1is all right.

Copper River Outfit.

“I further notice in your paper of that
date several estimates of provisions nec-
essary for the amateur, tenderfoot and
miner. Some seemed to be altogether too
elahorate, 5 dY‘d all would appear quite con-
fusing to the novice, who wished to out-
fit with actual necessaries and no more. I
will write out the list which I expect to
take as my essentials next spring upon my
trip to the Copper river. This is not a
Klondike outfit. but only for the Copper
Ir'm r, and we expect to return in Novem-
er,

THE GOLD LAND.

Charles W. Seymour Delivers an In-
teresting Lecture on Alaska.
Charles W. Seymour, of Tacoma, who
has at his tongue’s
goes toward making up interesting and
valuable information concerning Alaska,
and who esesses the charming gift of
eloquently and in choice language telling
2ll he knows, appeared before a small but
appreclative audience at the Seattle the-
ater last evening and talked for more than
an hour on the subject which has been
and is now agitating, and will continue to
agitate the civilized world for years to
come. Before he appeared on the stage
Miss Amy Corey and Miss Annie Sutter,
two pretty yvoung girls, rendered a dif-

ficult ins‘rumental duet.

Mr. Seymour made the trip to Dawson
City by the overland route last fall, and
was able to place before his audience up-
to-date information and incidents of the
country.

His description of how the Indian pack-
ers take to their work was one of the
best features of the lecture. He spoke of
how a iittle French bride with her hus-
bend had gone north with over 2.2% pounds
of provisions and outfits. They were
beund for tha Klondike, and when they
were landed near Dyea the little woman
elimbed up on the pyramid of "‘baggage,”
while her husband went dickering with
about ninetee.a Indians about packing the
outfits and supplies over the summit. He
ccmpleted hig work before the little French
woman knew what was going on. In less
than a minute the nineteen Indians had
dived into the pyramid and the litile
woman was on her back on the ground,
with her dainty little French feet high in
the air, and the Indlan packers were off
for the lakes.

The lecturer's stories of life at Sheep
Camp and at Dawson City, “where they

for six weeka, and ro churches,” were de-
cidedly entertaining and called forth xell-
deserved applause.

Mr. Seymour toward the close of his
lecture told what he belleves to be the
vast richness of the country and gave
much sound advice to the miner who con-
templates going to the gold flelds. If 500«
0% miners were to work in the Alaska
country for 1 vears, the speaker said,

he did not believe they would take out
all of the gold.
“The reports.” gaid Mr. Seymour, “have

rot been exaggerated. I don't mean those
reports about vast stores of gold at Daw-
son City, which interfere with one's trav-
els about the city, but I mean the reports
which have been sent out by men who
have been there for yvears and who are in
every way competent to size up the hon-
est resources of the country.

“There is no chance of the Alaska coun-

try filling up. It would take too many
men to fill it. and there is gold for all.
As one man said, the golden gates of the

country have just begun to squeak on
their hinges. The miners up in that coun-
try are not bothering with the quartz
gold. They are leaving that for the next
generation.'”

In closing, Mr. Seymour said: “And we
all want to work to see that the United
States government does that which it

should have done long ago—-namei give

Alaska good government. Today jt is
like the baby in the cradle with only a rat-
tle to play with, We want in Alaska a hody
empowered to make laws that will meet
the demands. We want our land laws
extended so that they will include Alaska,
