THE RUSSIAN AGENT GOES EAST.

J. P. Demens, of the Imperial Ins-

dan Army. Lenrrn for St. Pnnl,

After Laokinx Over Elliott Boy

and the Seattle Water Front?He

Has l.etters to President James J.

Hill, of the Ureat Northern.

Monday there arrived at the Rainier-
Grand a fine-looking middle-aged gentle-

inn with a military bearing, who regis-

tered himself as "J. P. Demens. Los An-
geles." Whether Demons is really the dis-
tinguished stranger's name it would be a
hard matter to say. but that his home is in
ljc.fi Angeles is not borne out by his con-
versation, although he is a cosmopolitan

and speaks with but a small suggestion of

a foreign accent. Mr. Demens claims to be

a Russian, and say? that he is an officer

in the Russian army. What his rank is he
positively refused to state, and when asked
yesterday if the rumor were true that he
has been detailed by the imperial Russian
government to visit the United States and
investigate possible steamship and railway

connections for the Trans-Siberian railway,

he replied that he is traveling unofficially,

although he admitted that he is looking

into the commerce and railway situation on
the Pacific coast.

"You do things here much differently

from the way we do in Russia," said he.

"There we do not say what we are going

to do. but we make our plans privately and

ahead. After we have accomplished

something we are ready to talk about it.

Here you tell what you are going to do,
and then perhaps you do it and perhaps

you do not.

"No, this is not my first visit to America.

I have been here several times and have

seen the large cities of the East.

"Is my visit in the interest of .my com-
mercial scheme?" he asked, repeating a
question. "I cannot say: I am traveling

quietly and gathering information as I go
along that may be of value to me. I had
Intended going east as far as St. Paul over
the Great Northern, but am compelled to
change my plans. My idea in taking the
former route was to see it: 1 have been
over the Northern Pacific and the Cana-
dian Pacific before. I shall look up the
business of each rood and the steamship
connections cf both when I get io St. Paul.
I have letters to Mr. Hill, the president of
the Great Northern."

Senator McMillan, of Michigan,
sends this answer: '"I am in receipt of your

\u25a0ircuiar letter, which I have read with In-
terest and to which I will give careful con-
sideration when legislation is before the
senate."

Prom the Honse.
Hon. Thomas Cpdegraff, of lowa, Is the

first congressman to answer the circular,
and he says: "While I cannot answer
categorically Just what I would do on the
seven subject* you projiound. I can say
that I am In favor of American interests
ail the time as against any foreign inter-
v-sts. but this answer is superfluous."

Congressman L. S. IJvingston, of Geor-
Kia, says: "To you first, second, third and
fourth questions I answer emphatically
yes; to your fifth, I am not cerialn, but
think I would; to your sixth. I am also
doubtful; to your seventh, yes. I am an
American and for Amerieans first and all
the time. We should in every way favor
Seattle for the reasons given in your cir-
cular."

Here is the answer of Congressman J.
D, Hicks, of Pennsylvania: "'As a repre-
s' ntative citizen, of coutse I am In favor
of everything that pertains to the up-
building of our own country, and in the
several questions which you submit to my
Judgment for answer I urn inclined to give
an affirmative answer, i will, however,
have a conference with your Senator Wil-
son and will be governed by what he says."

Representative Kills, of Oregon, says:
"In reply, will say to your first question,

1 would answer Iri the affirmative; to the
second, likewise; also the third, and fourth
and fifth as well. In regard to the sixth
question, 1 have not given that sufficient
attention to know what would be tho
pro|w<r thing In the premises. Th seventh
I would answer in tho affirmative.

"I ho{>e to be able to co-operate with
the members from the Pacific coast tn do-
ing all possible In the opening up of Alas-
ka so that the people of this country,
rather than of British America, may re-
ceive the great«-st gOvHl possible by reason
of the rich strikes made in that country."
Congressman I'nderwood. of Alabama,
says:

"Your favor. In reft rence to the competi-
tion now going on for the export trade to
the Klondike gold fields, chme duly to
hand. lam not sufficiently informed on
all the various matters Involved in your
questions to give you a definite answer at
present, but 1 am well acquainted with
your representative in congress, Hon.
James Hamilton Ixwla. Ho has my en-
tire confidence and it will give m- pleas-
ure to be of what assistance I can to him
In the house, so far as he thinks it neces-
sary to take action to protect the Interests
of your state."

"I prefer." writes Congressman George
Steele, of Indiana, "to answer as a whole
by *aylng that I am In favor of America
against any other country. Would be in
favor of the establishment of a small mili-
tary post In Alaska, nut would not favor
the division of the territory."

Congressman Clardy. of Kentucky, says
yes to questions 1. 2, 3 and 4. He is not
sufficiently informed to give answers to
the other questions except the one relat-
ing to the establishment of a military
post on the Yukon, and he favors that tf
"real facts show the need of It."

Congressman William J. Deßoe, of Ken-
tucky. wrlfs that he will give the
questions »-arly and careful consideration,
and closes by saying that he i* in full
sympathy with the best interests of the
pbople of this country.

Congressman Jame* Magttire. of Califor-
nia, states In a short b tter that the rtr-
cular wli! reeelve attention from him at
the proper time.

Congressman J, A Norton, of Ohio, fav-
ors work in American territory and
thinks miners should do all they can to
aid this country. He says ho is an Amer-
ican and looks with favor upon all legis-
lation that will benefit the I'ntr.d
and her outside territory. He h not suf-
ficiently well posted to answer the que*,
tlon concerning the abolition of |»yea a
sub-port. He favor* th« division 'of Alas-
ka and the establishment of an army post
on the Yukon.

Congressman George II "White f»i\
favorahle answ r* to all the questions ex-
cept the ones relatinr fo the mtlltarv [«»t

SINGLE Gl ANCE WAS ENOUGH.

Psmengert Who Went Fp on the

Allee Blaaehard Were Disappoint-

The bleak, uninviting aspect of the coun-
try at the mouth of Copper river, Alaska,
was a complete discouragement to the
passengers of the steamer Alice Blanchard
and, while but one returned on the steam-
er which arrived here yesterday after-
noon, it would have taken but little per-
suasion to have brought back the whole
party.

The view from the steamer deck at Orca
was ail Howard Griffin, of L«os Angeles,
needed to assure himself that a closer ac-
quaintance with the country was not de-
sirable. What he expected to find is hard
to imagine, since the extremely forbidding
nature of the region drained by the Cop-
per river has been described many times
in the Post-Intelligencer and other papers
of the country.

The Blanchard left here October 21 with
fifty-seven passengers for Copper river,
all of them from Los Angeles and San
Francisco. The entire expedition was out-
fitted here.

According to the Blanchard's officers
there was reason to protest against the
dockage facilities at Orca. The cannery,
where the boat first tried to land her
freight and passengers, sits at the base
of a high bluff. Once on the dock one can-
not go more than fifty yards in any di-
rection without a boat or wings, the land-
ing being hemmed in on all sides by bluffs
and water.

Capt. Warner decided to drop down to
the Alaska Packers' Association's cannery
and put his passengers ashore in boats.
There the use of warehouses was offered
them for sleeping and storage quarters.
Many decided to remain there, while oth-
ers, convinced of the impossibility of go-
ing up the Copper river by boat, paid 110
each passage by steamer to Port Valdes.
They will go In by the Valdes pass.

"When the river freezes, those camped
near Orca will go up over the ice. When
the Blanchard left they were anything
but cheerful over the prospect.

The Blanchard's purser brought back
three curios in the shape of salted food.
They were two halves of a young pig,
whose chief mark of distinction had been
his ribs, and a so-called ham, about the
size of a child's foot. These had at one
time formed part of the stores of the
schooner Lynampha, which sailed from
S.in Francisco with a large party of pros-
pectors, charging them 1300 for passage to
the Copper river with a guarantee of good
food. The opinions of the officers and
passengers disagreed as to what consti-
tuted good food.

Griffin will leave In a few days for Los
Angeles. He was grubstaked for this ex-
pedition by his father, a millionaire lum-
ber dealer of California.

The Blanchard,will go from here to Port-
land and from that point will resume her
regular run betweeen Portland and San
Francisco.

Commander Tanner has had a distin-
guished record. He entered the navy as a

volunteer officer during the war. and ren-
dered good service. He was subsequently
in command of one of the Pacific mail
steamers on the line between San Francisco
and Yokohama, while on leave of absence,
and subsequently commanded the fish com-
mission steamer Albatross, during which
time he ran a line of soundings between
San Francisco and Honolulu for a cable.
He is the Inventor of a sounding apparatus
which has been adopted as the standard.
He will make his home In Warsaw, N. Y.

country assumes an entirely different as-
pect, being mountainous as well as hilly,
and covered with forest. This character
of country continues for afcou* 1,90® miles
to Irkutsk, the capital of East Siberia.
Leaving Irkutsk, the survey is toward the
east, across the Angarra river, to the shore
of Baikal and then arcund its south-
ern end. From Lake Baikal to Stratensk,
on the Amoor, the line of the survey goes
through some mountainous country. From
Stratensk the line follows the Aonoor about
1.406 miles to Khabarovka. Therce it -toes
southwesterly, 6*) miles, to Vladivostok.

Betwven Tcheiiabinsk and the Obi, or
the greater part of "the first division, sev-
eral large rivtrs are crossed, among which
are the Tobol, Isiim and Irtysh, requiring
a good deal of bridging. The character of
this section permits grades of not more
than .74 per cent., and the radii of curves
not less than 1,750 feet. After crossing the
Obi, and within a distance of 400 miles, or
as far as Atchinsk. three other rivers are
crossed, namely, the Tom, Y'aya and Kiva.
This part of the road is through a hilly
country, but nevertheless the grades are
limited to O.S pvr cent., and the radii of the
curves are the same as before.

From Atchinsk to Irkutsk, nearly 809
miles, the road proceeds through a mount-

ainous district, requiring somewhat heav-
ier grades, and curves with smaller radii,
and embankments sometimes reaching the
height of 70 feet. Many rivers are cross-
ed, Including the Yenisei, which Is spanned
by a bridge 3,130 feet long, the Chulym and
others. The Kan is spanned by a bridge
1,460 feet long, the Uda by one 1,050 feet,
and other rivers by smaller ones. In all
there will be 100 bridges, ranging in value
from 125,000 to $30,000 each, together with
numerous smaller structures. There are
also important bridges across the large
rlver3.

From the Yenisei river the road makes
its ascent, first along the Berezovka river,
then through the valleys of others, final-
ly reaching a summit level, after which
the route winds on through the mountains
to Polovina station, from which place to
Irkutsk the country is more level, and
only two rivers, the Belaya and the M.il-
tir.ka, are crossed. From Irkutsk the road
passes along to the shore of Lake Baikal,
near which it continues for over 100 miles
to Misofskia station, after which it pro-
ceeds through tha valley of the Irkut,
where the road will be built in cuttings
at the sides of the river. Where the route
crosse's the Zyrkyzunsk chain a tunnel,
8.33 M feet long, will have to be built. From
the Misofskia, after again running near
the shore of the lake, the line then follows
the Celenga, which it crosses with a
bridge 3.155 feet long. From this point it
passes into the valley of l\la and thence
along the Pogromnaya river. It then en-
ters the Vitimsk plateau, widening along
the River Domna, finallyreaching the sum-
mit level of the basins of the Lena and
the Amoor rivers, whence it descends,
winding around by the town of Chita, on
the Shilka river, to Stratensk. From
Stratensk it continues along the valleys
of the Shilka and the Amoor and Ussurl
rivers, on the border of the Russian and
Chin-se empires. The road at last comes
out through the valley of the Suyfun river
and passes along the shores of the Ouglav
and Amoor gulfs to Vladivostok, where
the station is on the Bay of the Golden
Horn.

The Ungineerlnß Fentaren.
The engineering features of the trans-

Siherlan road are at present the most inter-
esting, and some of them appeared at first
to be almost insurmountable difficulties.

The practical control of Asiatic coast-
wise business by the Nippon Yusen KaSsha,
however, presents the completion of the
road in a commercial light that is of ureatimportance to Seattle, and his familiarity
with the trans-Pacific business of the Great
Northern by Mr. Demens. and the fact that
he is going to consult with Mr. Hill in St.
Paul suggests that his investigations may
be of irreat importance to this city, of
which he speaks so highly.

Mr. Demens left yesterday afternoon for
the East, saying that it might become
necessary for him to proceed to Washing-
ton City after his visit In St. Paul. He
will return shortly to Seattle, where he
says he will probably remain a nponth.
