HONOLULU, Nov. 3 (Via San Francise
co, Nov. 27.)—Advices received today from
Japan state that no progress has been
made in the negotiations about imunigrant
affairs, owing to the fact that Hawail
sticks invariably to the policy of procras-
tination, in the hope, it is claimed, of
transferring the responsibility of paying a
compensation to the United States by efe
fecting the proposed annexation.

At this juncture, another difficulty has
sprung up. A certain {mmigration com-
pany in Honolulu has unlawfully appro-
priated the deposit money of the Immie
grants, and Minster Shimamura has ate
tempted to bring the matter before the
tribunal. The company was greatly aston-
ished at the action of the minister, and

threatened to disclose all the weak points
' of Japan's contention at issue shouid the

minister insist on carrying out his plan to
the bitter end.

Meanwhile, the relations of Japan with
the United States have become more
friendiy, and the latter, it is sald, is ine
clined to advisa Hawail to pay the in-
demnity at once to Japan, if it really de-
sires annexation. Before long instructions
will be transmitted to that effect to Minis-

WASHINGTON, Nov. 2I.—When shown
the Honolulu dispatech econcerning the
progress of negotiations with Japan, Min-
ister Hatch, of Hawali, tonight said that
he had no advices confirmatory of any
part of it. He added that when he left
Hawall very recently the indications wers
favarable to the sattlement of the dispute

by arbitration, and, he continued, that in-
stead of Hawail secking to postpone the
adjustment of the claim until after the
question of annexation of Hawail to the
United States is sottled, the opposite is
true. Hawall is anxious to present a clean
slate to the United States, but she cannot
of course allow her concern in that direc-
tion to lure her into making concessions
regarding Japanese immigration in case
the annexation treaty should fall.

The officials here know nothing of any
intention on the part of our government
to advise Hawall to pay immediately to
Japan, without walting on arbitration, the
sum of money claimed by Japan on a2c-
count of the turning back from Honolulu
of Japanese laborers last spring. On the
, contrary, the department of state, it is
said, has cheerfully refrained from iInter-
fering, by suggestion or otherwise, with
Japan and Hawail in the settlement of
the matter at issue, and there is no rea-
son now to expect a change of course, It
{s not understood here that the naming by
Japan of the sum of $200,000 as the claimed
indemnity binds Hawall to pay that much,
it 1&g merely a maximum limitation which
the rules of arbitration require to be
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
