REFUSES TO REMAND IT.

An Opinion by Judge Hanford in the

Creagh-Insurance Company Case.

In the Federal court yesterday after-
noon Judge Hanford filed an opinion in the
case of John Creagh, of British Columbia,
against the Equitable Life Insurance Com-
pany, of New York, in which he refused to
remand the case to the superior court.
The motion to remand was made by the
plaintiff,

The opinion will be of interest to those
of the legal profession. Creagh was the
agent of the defendant company and
claimse to have had a contract with it

whereby he was to recelve certain profiis |

and emcluments. The company, according

to his story, went back on the contract !
and ag a result, the plaintiff claims to |

have lost $19.537.4. He breught sult in
the superior court to recover the amount,
but a motion on the part of the defendant
company resulted In its being transferred
to Judge Hanford's court.

Creagh was not satisfled and flled a pe-
tition with Judge Hanford, asking that

court. The motion was ba®ed on several
specified grounds, among which were the
following:

‘““Both parties are non-residents of this
district.

“In a suit by an allen plaintiff against
a coltizen the law does not authorize re-
moval by the defendant.
