The Haytian note makes it clear
that the republic is ready to discuss the !
merits of the controversy, but does not de-
sire to have Germany pass judgment in
the first place, demand an indemnity and
thereafter discuss the merits. Morcover,
Hayti gives notice that the German charge
d'affaires to Hayti, who made the recent
demands, is persona non grata, and that
it is impossible for Hayti to conduct fur-
ther negotiations with him. It is stated
that rs offended against all rules of pro-
priety and of etiquette by going directly
before the president of Hayti and in a loud
and angry tone and insulting manner |
threatening dire consequences unless im- |
mediate reparation was made to Germany.
This persornal affront to Hayti’s chief ex-
ecutive is regarded as touching the honor
and self-respect of the country, and is felt
to call for an apology. Under such cir-
cumstances the Haytian government has |
expressed a willingness to negotiate a set-
tlement of the entire case at Rerln, thus
removing it from the hands of the ohjec-
tionable German official now in Hayti,

The Warship Not Needea.

BERLIN, Nov. 30.—~The German govern-
ment has abandoned its intention of send-
ing a warship to Hayti to enforce its de-
mands.

JAPAN MORE CONCILIATORY,
Not Likely to Object to the Annexa-
tion of Hawalli.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 30.—Minister Ho-
shi, of Japan, will return here on Decem-
ber 10, after an extended visit home, dur-
ing which he has had an opportunity to
confer with the Japanese authorities con-
cerning the annexation of Hawaill to the
United States. His return puts at rest the

It is understood that his return will per-

The phenomenon of general interest is
twinkling stars. so familiar on clear, cold
nights. This, Dr. Lee says, is due to small
Waves or currents in the air about the size
of an egg or sometimes even larger than
a man's hand. These lttle waves !l the
alir under certain conditions. as on a cold
night, and. imposing Lefore the eve, dart
the light from side to side and in this way
convert the light of the star into colors or
extinguish it entirely. The appearance is
similar to light reflected from wavy. run-
ning water. Mr. Douglas discovered how
to seée these waves with a telescope, and
Dr. Lee brings proof that they cause the

| twinkling.

Since August, 13, Dr. Lee has discov-
ered about 3 new douhle stars, and has
measured about .M abjects noticed by pre-
vious observers. Many of the stellar sys-

tems discovered are large and briiliant, |

and thus possess the highest interest.

The discovery of these 30 new douhle
stars is accounted the meost important con-
tribution to Southern astronomy since the
survey of Sir John Herschel, sixty years
ago. One of these stars has been found to
revolve once in five vears, and another in
about sixteen years. Both have hecome of
the highest interest to observers,

SOUTH NEEDS POSTAL BANKS,

Wonld Be of Especinl Renefit to the
Colored Race.
'Ernest G. De Long, of Tarpon Springs,
la.. writes to the Chicago Record as fol-
lows:
“8hould postal =savings hanks he estab-
lished I fully believe that 20 per cent. of

! the negro women of the South would be-

come depositors within a year. This would
have a better effect upon the character of
the African race than all other reforms
thus far spoken of. It would give them an
aim in life in which ail could take part. It
would protect them from unprincipled
sharpers, both white and black. My ex-
perience is that the colored people have im-
plicit confidence in the government. and
none whatever in anything else, when it
comes 10 money matters. One with a sav-
ings account, no matter how small, would
be a better citizen in every respect, It
wouid start depositors on a road to useful-
ness in a right direction, encourage indus-
try and discourage gambling. Above all
else would be the moral effect. 1t would
do more than the most stringent laws to
prevent crime, because it would be a great
incentive for the preserving of their iden-
tity. As it is now, one name and one local-
ity is just the same as another, and it is
very common for the negroes to change
their names every time they change their
location, and that makes it very casy for
them to dodge the law; much more s=o
than for the white man. because it takes
years of experience for the Northern man
to tell one negro from another, and the
South is fast filling up with Northern peo-
ple, of whom 1 am one. It behooves us all
in our own interest, as well as that of hu-
manity, to improve the condition of the
blacks, and I know of nothing that would
do it so well as a moneyed interest in the
government.”
