Steamers Bella and Weare Push Up the River, but Carry

Scant Provisions.
SAX FRAXCISCO, Dec. 2.?Ed?nr L. Strauss, of this city, a member of the

Pacific Stock Exchange, has received a letter from his brother-in-law, James W.
Morrison, who Is now at Dawson, which confirms the news of the scarcity
of food on the Klondike. He says: j

"The steamer Bella arrived, bringing about eighty tons of provisions, but
still that will not be sufficient. The authorities have posted notices advising ail

persons not supplied with a year's provisions to go to Circle City or Fort Yukon,
where provisions are to be had. The stores are closed. The cargo of the Bella
will not begin to fill half the orders."

The amount of provisions takeu to Dawson on the Weare is now placed at
oniy sixty-eight tons.

From the foregoing dispatch there Is no doubt that extreme destitution Is
threatened at Daw sen. Nevertheless, a sensational and unreliable San Fran-
cisco newspaper has published, under date of Dawson, October i". a letter pur-
porting to givj the true condition of affairs In the Klondike, to the effect that
the B» lla and the Weare had reached Dawson that day with about 340 tons of
supplies, and that all danger of fam ire was past.

This stateme.it :s manifestly untrue. Jack Dalton left Dawson October lfi,
and the boats had not then arrived. The famous pathfinder left yesterday for
Chicago, but was reached by wire at Cle-Elum. In answer to a question from
the Post-Intelligencer, he wired as follows:

"No. Weare and Bella had not reached Dawson October 15.
' "J. DALTOX."

It will be remembered that William J. Jones, Post-Inte!!lgencer correspond-
ent at Dawson, wrote his last letter Octeber 15, and made no mention of the ar-
rival of the beats. On that day also Crpt. Constantino, of the mounted police.

Issued his official warning, in these words:
"Starvation now stares every man in the face who !s hoping and waiting for

outside relief."

However confusing the situation may be. It Is known that the boats did not
reach Dawson October 15. day or night, and whatever supplies they took in
have not removed the danger of distress and starvation.
