NEW LIQUOR LAW FOR ALASKA.

Collector Moore Urges a Repeal of
the FProhibitory Statute.
Special Dispatch to the Post-Intelligencer.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 3.—Benjamin P.
Moore, who was collector of customs at
Sitka under President Cleveland, is in
Washington for the winter, and proposes
to try to get some legisiation through
congress providing a license law permit-
ting the selling of liquor In that terri-
tory, legally. Mr. Moore says the liquor
question is a vital one to Alaska. The
present prohibitory system, he says, Is a
failure, and does not give satisfaction to
anybody, not even to the missionaries.
Under a high license Mr. Moore declares
the Indians will be better protected than
they are now, for the law will provide
stringeat penalties for selling them intox-

icants.

Mr. Moore also says that a meeting of
representative cliizens was recently held
at Sitka, and resolutions adopted asking
congress to substitute a high license law
for the present imperative policy of pro-
hibition,
