That we declare It to be the
right of the People's party, in its conven-
tions, to determine the question of what
?hall or shall not be the policy of *he party.
Independent of the dictation or any other
organisation.

"Third? We recommend that organisation
ha perfected in every precinct in each
county in the state, for educational pur-
poses. along the lines of the Omaha and
St. Louis platforms.

"Fourth? That in order to meet the
changed condiuons that confront us. a
conference of the People's party be called.

"Fifth?We recommend to the state cen-
tral committee that It, in the usual man-ner. call a conference of those who sup-
port the Omaha and 8t la>uls platforms .»r
the Populist party In each county on Jan-
uary 20. 1H96. We further suggest that each
Of said county conferences discuss the fu-
ture policy or the party, and that each be
entitled to elect three delegates, and asmany others as such conference may de-
sire to have attend the meeting on the 22d
day of February. 1898. for the purpose ofdetermining the party policy in such city
as the state central committer may deter-
mine. We further suggest th*t in case
either state or county central committee*
refuse or neglect to call such conferencescm i or before December sv l«7, that either
thy or some other committer of this con-
ference have power to Issue such call."

The report resulted In a long discussion,
in Which many In attendance took pari.
Seme objected to dictating to the stst*
central committee; others held n was non-
sense to attempt to outline the policy of
the party at this time while still other"
upheld the report and Indorsed the move-
ment toward early ax nation of People'*
party principles. Attempt was made and
defeated to take the report up section
hy section, and then followed one lons
talk after another, the general tendency
being to favor an announcement of prin-
ciples In tho form offered by the commit-
tee.

C. 15. Clin* went into detail In talktng
on the report. Ho said that throughout
tho state there Is an evident f.-eling .»f
unrest among the people, not on account
Of the principles <>r the people'* par»>
but for teason of the mannet In which th«
principles are l>eing carried out. He held
that If something Is not done to bring th>>
members of the party In line no less than
from MOO to 19.000 voters will nffillntf with
a Socialist organisation of some sort, and
that In such event the People's party will
he helpless to carry out Its work, how
ever It may fuse and combine with other*
lie denied that member* of th» state ceo
tral committee would take offense at the
suggestions offered In the report.

WASHINGTON. Dec. 4-?The term of
Oflice of William P. Wat sen, surveyor gen-
eral for the state of WmMbiuhj, will ex-
pire in the ordinary comae of things in
March next. He m»y consider himseif
extrsmely lucky, howtver, If hi* elß4al
head does not rail under the political guil-
lotine Within the coming month. Repub-
licans who want th« office, and thsse num-
ber more than ft few. are already bent
upon having a vacancy created; and a
combined and somewhat sustained attack
has already been made upon him.

An inspector of the interior department
has visited Oiympia and has made a de-
cidedly adverse report as to the conduct
of the office under the present surveyor
general. As a result of this. Commis-
sioner Hermann haa written Mr. Watson
a letter sharply censuring him and calling
upon him to demand the reeignation of
his entire office force. Mr. Watson has re-
plied, politely but firmly refusing to do
this. Whether Mr. Watson's resignation

will now be ceiled for, or whether nts

letter will be considered as an act of in-
subordination warranting his peremptory
removal, is so far eniy a matter of con-
jecture. That one or the other of these
things will happen within a short time is
confidently believed by every one in the
interior department who understands the
stalwart Republicanism of its present ex-
ecutive chief.

In a nutshell, the germ of the whole
trouble is that Surveyor General Watson
has appointed his wife. Jessie H. Watson,
to a very lucrative position in his office
and has permitted her to take office work
home and do it in connection with her
household duties. This does not appear
openly in the Inspector's report nor In the
letter of the commissioner of the general
land office, and Is only covertly mentioned
by Mr. Watson in his reply to the com-
missioner. Other charges of a general
character are more clearly set forth, but
what is considered practically as drawing
two salaries himself, by appointing his
wife to a clerkship. Is the cornerstone of
tho attempt to remove the surveyor gen-
eral.

Republicans of Olympla have been bom-
barding the Interior department for some
time with letters urging the removal of
Mr. Watson and the appointment of a Re-
publican in his place. It is remembered
that Mr. Watson In the last campaign for-
sook his old party. Of course his enemies
charge that he did this with the hope of
holding office under the Republican admin-
istration in the event of its success.

inspector W. S. Greene, of the general
land office, who was sent out to Olympla
some time ago to investigate the condition
of things there, drew up a report giving a
pretty bad account of the office and the
manner In which it was conducted. First
he reported to the commissioner that the
rent paid by Mr. Watson for his office
rooms. 160 a month, was excessive, and
that these rooms, if the government should
vafate them, could not be rented for $35
and perhaps not even for S2O. He also
strongly recommended the removal of the
offi'e from its present quarters to the
building of T. M. Reed, who offered to fur-
nish six rooms with a larger area of floor
space than the present quarters, well light-
ed and protected from danger by fire, and
with a south and west exposure, for $.lO per
month. This would be in the same build-
ing with the United States land office, and
the Inspector urges that this proximity
would be a convenience to both offices.

Regarding the management of the office,

the Inspector says the discipline is lax.
that office hours sre not observed, and that
the personal habits of some of the clerks
are open to grave censure. He also reports

that clerks are allowed to enter the office
at night to perform work for Individuals
for their private gain; that more draftsmen
and less clerks should be employed, and
that one clerk (presumably Mrs. Watson)

is permitted to do her work at home.
In summing up these charges the com-

missioner of the general land office wrote
to Surveyor General Watson as follows:

"In view of the utter disregard of your
clerical force as to their official duties, it
Is l>elleved that the public Interest will be
best subserved by the discontinuance of all
such force, and to that end would advise
that their resignations h>- asked for. An
Immediate response to this letter is de-
sired."

Mr. Watson looks upon these ch;H)ges as
very grave, amounting almost to malfea-
sance In office, and says in his reply to the
commissioner that, if true, they would
warrant his instant dismissal. He denies
everything In toto and strenuously objects
to h!s "character being blackened by un-
founded and ex parte charge**." He appeals
to the commissioner personally "as an hon-
orable man not to allow his great office to
be used to that end." He then demands
that specific charges be made and that he
N> allowed to snswer thrm one after an-
other.

In regard to the matter of oCflc* rent.
Mr. Watson says that Imm- diately upon
r» eelpt of the commissioner'?- letter he call-
ed upon A. A. Phillips. receiver of the First
National bank and owner of th* building in
which the jun-i-yor general's office is lo-
cated. Mr. Phillips declined to make a
reduction In the rent, eince the Items of
her it, light and water cost over f2E> a
month, leaving le* than I*1 a month for
the rent alone, not much more than is
a«k >d at the Reed block, while the ac-
commodations are better and more suita-
ble. This last factor Mr. Watson urzes a;
eori<siUerabS« length and adds that the pro-
tection from ttre alone if a considerable ad-
vanUs-. when u Is remembered that the
records of the office wt re destroyed in lvsi
and replaced at an expense of thousands of
dollars. He adds that the present offices
were constructed for the purpose for
whloh they «re now used, and are conse-
quently worth mora to she government
than they would be to private individual*.

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Concerning the charge of on® clerk be-
ing permitted to do her work at home,
Mr. Watson says that this clerk, Mrs.
Jessie H. Watson, examined and marked
for correction and transcribed eaah day
a task of twelve pages of notes, the high-
est average the recorda of bia office show
any clerk to have made. He says ha
considers such permission was fully with-
in the discretion of his position, provided
the public interests did not suffer. It was
given, he says, as she was the only wo-
man In the office and they were short of
desk room. He then furnishes a report
showing that in the first ten months of
thia year Mrs. Watson transcribed 1,756
pages of field notes, making the cost for
the work about 7 cents per folio, or less
than one-third of the sum allowed aur- .

veyora generals. However. Mr. Watson
says, since the commissioner disapproves 1
this practice, he will discontinue it Imme-
diately.

As to the charge of the utter dlsregtrd
of the clerical force of their official duties,
Mr. Watson appeals to the record of the
general land office In proof of the ef-
ficiency. and ability of the work done un-
der his supervision, and to the previous
reports of every inspector since he took j
the office.

His peremptory refusal to ask for the
resignation of the entire force is couched
in th<>se words:

"This I will not do, for though I wish to
hold the office. I do not wish to do so
throurh Injustice to any one. I consider
the charges made hy the inspector a* false
and malicious, and to ask for their resig-
nations would be a practical admission of
some foundation for the charges."

In conclusion, fcfr. Watson asserts his be-
lief that Inspector Greene came there pre-
disposed to find fault with the office, or
that his arrival there he was sd In-
fluenced by those having a personal grudge
against him as to make his report wholly
ex parta.

"I feel confident." says Mr. Watson,
"that the Information from which Inspect-
or Oreene drew his deductions for the
wholesale condemnation of this office was
(riven hy a person or persons In this town '
who. I can show you from indisputable ev-
idence. the records of your own office or
other statements, are unworthy, corrupt
and malicious."

Surveyor General Watson secured his ap-
pointment from Mr. Cleveland principally
through the Influence of Senator Bate, of
Tennessee. He was also strongly Indorsed
by Judge Burke, of Seattle, and by James
J. Hill, the president of the Great North-
ern Hallway Company.

It Is understood from private letters re-
ceived here that If the commissioner of the
general land office decides against him, he
will appeal on civil service grounds to the
secretary of the Interior, and. if need be,
to the president himself.

No one can say yet who will succeed Mr.
Wnison as surveyor general. Gen. Mc-
Mlcken. of Olympia. who held the office
under President Harrison, expects to get
It again, but Olympia has received so many
places, notably the appointment of Mr.
Scobey as register of the local land office.
Col. Hues tie as collector and Mr. Gowey as
consul general to Yokohama, it is now
thought the office will be given to Ma J.
Cole, of Whatcom.
