platinum and other precious metals, be-

iseves that thousands of dollars ars wasted
every year by the miners of Washington.

He savs that platinum, which is growuig

more valuable Loan goid. in ail probability
exists in the placer mines of this state,

and that tike miners, who, through Ignor-

ance of the characteristics or vaiue of the
met«l, faii to save it. are throwing mousy

to ths birds.
Mr. Baker Is the head of one of the larg-

est piaunum renning companies in the

world. The firm name is Baker St Co..
and their bua;ness was established many
year* ago by Mr. Baker's father. Tu<sir

Plant is located at Newark, N. J. Mr.

Baker arrived in Seattle Thursday, and,

with his wife, la a guest at the Rainier-
Grand. His business on ths Pacific coist

is to awaken an Interest in platinum
among min.ng men and to post them, so
far as it lies in his power, with the great

value of the metal. He hopes to stimu-
late its production, not only that the pres-
ent large and growing demand in all the
sciences for the metal may be met, but

that s.jme day tbe platinum workers of the
United States may be able to buy from
the American m:uer that which they are
now compelled to purchase almost exclu-
sively from Russia.

"Pure platinum is now worth almost as
much as goid," said Mr. Baker last nignt-

"The market price today for ths pure

metal is $U per ounce. Five years ago
it could be purchased in ths markets of
the world for S* per ounce, so you see that
it has gained in that time about 75 per
cent, in value. It is constantly
ing in value, and unless new Sources of
supply are found I expect to see platinum
quoted higher than gold.

"The uses of platinum are numerous and
varied. As you probably know, it is per-
haps in greatest demand In electrical ap-
paratus and workings. For incandescent
lights It is absolutely essential. It is also
greatly in demand in the arts and sci-
ences, and one of the late chemicals
which we owe to platinum Is of Imm* nse
value to that recent discovery In electri-
cal science?the Roentgen ray. It la
barium platlno-cyanldo salt that, thrown
on the screen, make it fluorescent un-
der the X-ray, enabling the light to pene-
trate the most solid of substances. It Is
true that tungstate of calcium, a cheaper
compound, is generally used In X-ray*de-
monstrations, but with the salt 1 have

The otearner Skagit Chief will bo laid

off January l to prepare for a change to
tho Stickeen river. The steamer will
leave here in March and will start up ths
Stickeen when It shall be open in May.
The river is navigable for 150 miles, the
trip up requiring a day and a half, while
the return !s about eight hours shorter.

The Skagit Chief, operated by the Ta-
coma & Port Orchard Navigation Com-
pany, has for several years been running
between Seattle, Tacoma and way ports
by the west passage. It will cost about
S2.tX)O to repair her machinery, renew her
boilers and make other alterations fitting
her to tho new route In Southeastern
Alaska.

C. P. Battelle Goei Out.

It was brought to a climax several days
ago by Battelle's questioning a check
signed by Barneson. The latter would
bear no imputation against his credit and
he promptly requested Battelle to make his
headquarters elsewhere.

A BIK Order.
J. Berkman ft Bro? wholesale clothiers

and furnishing goods at 114 First avenue
south, yesterday received a shipment of
22 bales containing about 1,500 blankets
for the Alaska and Klondike trade. The
firm will sell them at both wholesale and
retail. Messrs. Berkman say they will
retail the blankets at wholesale prices.
They also carry a large line of miners'
clothing, shoes, etc. The Klondike trade
will be a special feature of their business
this season.

"At present the platinum workers of the
whole world are dependent solely upon
Russia for this extremely precious metal.
Small quantities have been received from
the west coast of South America, and
there is also some In Oregon and Califor-
nia. But no great amount of the metal
has ever been found on this continent.
Platinum Is usua iy found in conjunction
with placer gold, and I am informed and
believe that where platinum exists in the
placer mines of the West It Is lost by the
miners, who are either unacquainted with
its characteristics and properties, or else
are Ignorant of its value.

More Cotton for Japan.
The delayed Great Northern trains are

all in now, and the line is agabi open
through. Among the freight wljlch has
gotten In was a large consignment of cot-
ton for Japan.

"Contrary tc rcpular impression, plati-
num and nftocla'.ed metals are widely dis-
tributed. although they have thus far been
found in pKSin* quantities in but few lo-
calities. This condition is e'ue perhaps to
the higher value ot gold and io the limited
acquaintance cf prospectors and miners
wl'h the means ot Identifying platinum ore.
and of its economic separation. The plati-

num of commerce is obtained entirely from
alluvial deposit!?. Eighty per cent, of the
pre«ent supply is derived from the Uril
mountains buf tV're are but few of the
gold-bearing gravel beds of the world
that have failed to yield platinum.

"In Its natural f< rm platinum is usually

found In rounded or flattened grains or
sand, and occasionally in lumps of the size
of a pea. The largest nugget of platinum
that has tver been found in this hemis-
phere weighs twenty-two ounces." and
Mr. Bf,ker pulled from his pocket the iden-
tical nugget, which is Intrinsically worth
a trlfli over $2"O. tut as a specimen is val-
ued at a much larger figure.

"In Russia," he continued, "the plati-
num-bearing sand is found at depths rang-
ing between six and forty feet, the pay
streak av< raging less than a foot In depth,

sixty to seventy feet deep, the ore oecur-
t'ng In the crevices of the bedrock and In
the gravel resting thereon.

"The method generally adopted for ex-
tracting t ->e ore is to pass the sand and
gravel with water tarough puddling ma-
chines or revolving conical screens; the
platinum and tine sand pass through into
sluice boxes bf neath, while the coarser ma-
terials are discharged at one side. The
contents of the slulre boxes are washed in
the usual manner, and when gold is pres-

ent in pavlne quantises it is removed by
amalgamation with mercury, the platinum
remaining behind. Experience shows that

it is seldom profitable to work mine« yield-
ing less than three grams of platinum ore
to the ton of gravel. The average yield of
»"hf» richest Russian mines la about six
grams per ton.**

Mr. Raker, in speaking of the wonderful
hardnes* of platinum, said that at the
works of his company wire was made one-
thousandth of an Inch In diameter, or one-
seventh the diameter of a hair.

Charleo Phillips, the murderer of Police-
man James Wells, had his preliminary
hearing yesterday before Justice Austin.
But the hearing did not take place In the
Justice's ordinary court room. With the
same precaution th»t has been observed
with regard to Phillips ever since he was
lodged at police headquarters after the
terrible shooting affray of last Sunday
night, tho hearing was conducted In the
janitor's room in the l>asement of the
county court house.

It occupied a very few minutes, and con-
sisted mainly In a statement from Phil-
lips that he would waive his preliminary
hearing altogether. He was not repre-
sented by counsel. Several lawyers have
been up to the Jail to see him, presumably
with a view to taking his case, but »» he
seems to have no money the negotiations
appear to have fallen through. After he
had waived his hearing he asked Deputy
Trosecuting Attorney Hart whether he
would not be allowed an attorney, and
that gentleman assured him that when his
case came on for trial tho court wouid
see that ho was properly represented by
counsel.

Phillips looked pale and nervous when
he was brought Into the room, glancing
about him with an air of foreboding and
distrust, which seemed to Indicate that he
thought he was without a friend In the
little gathering.

An important improvement, the need of
Wincn uas ion# Oeen recognised by the
city authorities. Is under consideration by
the of the city council and tne
board of public works. It embraces the
construction of a new pile bridge on Jack-
son street, between Second and Vourth
avenues south, tne replanlung of the street
from Railroad avenue to Second aver.ue
south, and tne construction of a new sewer
from FifJj avenue south to tne water
iront.

Thursday afternoon and yesterday the
board of public works, together with City
Engineer Thomson and one or two of the
couuciimen, visited Jackson street to ex-
amine into the proposition of making
these needed improvements. Mr. Thum-
*>on was asktd to prepare taumaies show-
ing the cost of carrying out all three of
them, and the board determined to lay
the matter before the council and ask
that the improvements be ordered made.

Jackson street has long been an eye-
sore. A year ago it was found necessary
to remove some of the planking from the
bridge, which was declared unsafe, and
divert traffic In another direction. A box
I--wer has been used along the street for
some tune past, and it is so badiy out of
repain that its contents leak out and fall
to the ground in several places. The
planking has been in bad condition for
several months past, arid finally reached
such a stage that it became apparent to
the city authorities that something would
have to be done, or else -the street would
have to be closed to traffic.

The initiative step was taken several
da>» ago by some of the property owners
along Jackson street, and the matter was
brought to tho attention of the board of
public works. It was quickly realized
that action was necessary. The business
done by the Jobbing houses and manufac-
turing and mercantile establishments in
the lower part of the city has grown to
such great proportions during the past
six months that the traffic on the streets
In that section Is now much heavier than
formerly. Complaint was naturally made
concerning the condition of both Jackson
street and Second avenua south.

Heretofore, the main objection against
making the needed Improvements along
Jack*on street has been a lack of funds,
but now this difficulty is swept away by
the Imperative necessity for better facili-
ties for doing business along the streets
named. It was agreed that Jackson
street could no longer be neglected.

It Is planned to buyd an entirely new
pile bridge along Jackson street from Sec-
ond avenue south to Fourth avenue south.
Tha present structure was built In ISB3.
The first bridge over Jackson street in
the locality named was built in IS*4.

; Subsequently, the grade of the stree't wis
established many feet above the trestle
built in early tlays. The fire of ISS9 par-
tially destroyed the bridge, and it was re-

; built in that year. It was condemned
j as unsafe about a year ago
i The construction of a sewer from Fifth

avenue south will be one of the most im-
portant divisions of the improvement. It

j is planned to lay the sewer at such a grade
i that It will carry off the stagnant water

j that now lies in the vicinity of Jackson
' street and Second avenue south.

The board of public works is also pre-
paring estimates for the replanklng of
Second avenue south from Yesler way to
a |K>lnt 120 feet south of Jackson street.
