Bradstreet's Financial Review.

Bradstreet's financial review tomorrow
will say: A much more active and at
times a decldedly strong speculative mar-
ket has been seen this week. The market
has been apparently under bull leader-
ship of a powerful character, and while
the outstanding short interest was forced
to cover, a considerable volume of fresh
outside buying was attracted by the move-
ment. Though commission houses were
more prominent in the transactions than
for some time past, the general opinion
of the street credited the report to leadin
operators who found that stocks ha
passed into strong hands and did not come
out under manipulative pressure, there
being at the same time a censiderable
short interest in some portions of the list,
Circumstances also favored a bullish dem-
onstration at this time, the belief that the
president’s message would take grounds
as to both Cuba and the currency satis-
factory to financial and business interests
being a factor of considerable importance.

The generally good character of current
railroad earnings reports and the excep-
tionally gratifying showings made by cer-
tain companies for October, notably by the
Pennsylvania, has also been a leading fac-
tor. t the same time the announcement
of the Rock Island's plan for refunding
the greater part of its floating debt at 4
per cent, and the very successful forma-
tion of the syndicate for this purpose has
had a very good effect,

The bond market has also attracted no
small share of attention and great activ-
ity has been displayed in a number of
speculative issues, while the more stable
class of securities are influenced to some
extent by reports of coming refunding
operations by special compantes, Tt may
also be mentioned that the demand for
high grade investments and munieipal
bonds is steady; that foreign offerings of
such securities are readily absorbed, and
that in a number of cases the bonds of
American municipalities are selling at the
highest figures on record. The steadiness
and advance in exchange has attracted
little attention. Nor was Wall street dis-
posed to take much account of the con-
tinued selling of our stocks by London on
a small scale. In fact, the supply of Amer-
fcans is =ald to be practically exhausted.
