Teams with doctors, bandages,
etc., and laborers are being sent by the
Indian agent to the scene.

The fury of the atorm has been increas-
ing ever since yesterday morning, and it
is feared the Injured persons will suffer
terribly in making the trip to the agency.

SO APPOINTMENT FOR LEE HART.

Lewis* Little Scheme Blocked hy
Some Bepahlleaa*.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 4.?One or two of-

ficials of the interior department have re-
ceived com* fractious letters from Con-
gressman Lewis lately. He Is quite
wrathy. it appears, because some good Re-
publican has blocked one of his little
schemes whicn he himself might describe
as a shrewd piece of finessing.

however, the appointment of Hart is nowbeyond the realm of probabilities.
