The great trcrease of the navy which has taken piace In
recent years was Justified by the requirements of the naval
defense, an i has received public approbation. The time has
now arrived, however, when this increase, to which the
country ia conwnitted. should for a time take the form of
increased facilities commensurate with the increase of our
naval vessels.

It is in unfortunate fact that there S» only one dock on
the Pacific coast capable of docking our largest ships, and
only one on the Atlantic coast, and that the latter has for
the last six or seven months been under repair and therefore
incapable of use. Immediate steps «hould be tnken t.» pro-
vide three or four docks of this capacity on the Atlantio
ccasr. at least one on the Pacific coast, and a floating dock
on the gu:f. This is the recommendation of a very com-
petent board appointed to Investigate the subject.

There should also be ample jiovision mauo for powder
and projectiles and other munitions of war. and for an
increased number of officers and enlisted men.

Some additions are a.'so necessary to our navy yards
for the repair and care of our larger number of vessels.

By an act approved
March 3, ISM, authority was given for entry of lands for
towr.slte purposes, and also for the purchase of not ex-
ceeding 160 acres then or thereafter occupied for purposes
of trade or manufacture. The purpose of congress as thus
far expressed ha.-, been that only such rights should apply
to the territory as should be specifically named.

Sueeial authority was given to the president by the act
of congress approved July .'4, IVi'T. to divide that territory
into two land districts and to designate the boundaries
thereof, and to appoint registers and surveyors of said
land offices; and the president was also authorized tu
appoint a surveyor general for the entire district.

Thousands of their children
who were born in the territory are of school age, but the

the Choctaw n.ttion alone. The
Chickasaws have refused to agree
to its terms, and as they have a
common Interest with the Choctaws
in tho lands of said nations, the
agreement with the latter nation
could not have been made without

tho consent of the former. April 23, lsi*7, the commission
effected an agreement with both tribes, the Choc taws *nd
Chickasaw*. This agreement has been ratified by the con-
stituted authorities of the respective tribes or nations or
parties thereto, and only r. quires ratification by congress to
make it binding. On the 27th of September, 1597, an agree-
ment was effected with the Creek nation, but it is under-
stood that the national council refused to ratify the same.

Negotiations are yet to be had with the Cherokee?, the
most populous of the five civilized tribes, and with the Semi-
nole*. the smallest in point of numbers and territory.

The provision in tho Indian appropriation act approved
June I. 1896. makes it the duty of the commission to investi-
gate and determine the rights of applicants for citizenship
in the five civilized tribes. The commission is at present en-
gaged in this work among the tribes, and has made appoint-
ments for taking the census of these people uy to aud in-
cluding the 3vth of the present month.
