WILL LEXON THE POLICE.

TACOMA COUNCIL COMMITTEE BE-
GINS AN INVESTIGATION.

Numerous Burgiaries and Hold-Ups
Induce the Belief That Something
Is Wrong With the Force and
They Propose te Find What It is.

Special Dispateh to the Post-Intelligencer.

TACOMA, Dec. 14 —The health and po-
lice committee of the ecity council has be-
£1n an investigation which may lead to a
general stirring-up of the police depart-
ment. Chatrman J. M. Bel! of the com-
mittee had ecalled a meeting for this after-
noon, but owing to the unavoidable ab-
sence of two of the five members of the
committee, the sitting was postponed to
tomorrow. The thrse members present,
Bell, Chandler and Scully, however, took

advantage of the fact that they were to- |

gether and informally began their intend-
ed task by calling upon the civil service
commission, where they gathered such
data as they want in this depariment from
Secretary and Member M. P. Buiger.

What has led to this rather extraordin-
ary move on the part of the committee is
the series of robberies, burglaries and
hold-ups of the past few wecks, which,
so far as indications give enlightenment,
have not been materially checked, but
continue night after night with alarming
frequency and regularity. The detective
branch of the local force has done excel-
lent work so far as its members huve been
able, several notorious characters having
been put out of the way of doing further
injury, but for all this, neariy every day
brings reports of new depredations.

Quite a number of clever arrests and
convictions have resulted from the work
of the detective forcs, but it seems to have
cut little if any figure with those left cut-
eide the jail, and, instead of putting a stop
to it, it seems to rather add a zest for
fresh outrages,

It is this condition of affairs in the cliy
that has led the heaith and police com-
mitttee to undertaks a searching Inguiry
into the methods of the police department,
the standing of its members as o expe-
rience and ability and all the facts in con-
nection with the selection of the men, in
the hope of determining just where “the
sorew i8 loose.”” For the reason that the
committes has barely begun its work and
@8 yet has secured no detinite information,
‘t# membors have little to say on the sub-
Ject, but they make no secret of their in-
tention to thoroughly sift the matter to
the end that better police protection may
be secured,

The civil service sysem Is destined to cut
quite a figure in the Investigation, and
among other lines of inquiry the commit-
tee will iook Into the appointment of na-
trolmen from the merit system eligible list
to learn whether this is In any way to be
held accountable for the lack of proper
and adequate protection to property.

When a  Post-Intelligencer reporter
called at the office of th: civil service com-
mission today and asked for the list of pa-
trolmen and other police officers, it was
shown that of the thirty-four members
on the force, not including the chief, thir-
teen have been appointed since the eligible
list has been exhausted. These thirtecn
men are all patrolmen, the detective force
having been seiected from the civil ser-
vice list.

From what is to be gathered from the
city fathers, tl ey at present make no pre-
tens2 to locating the blame for these con-
tinual burglaries and robberies, other than
to say it ceriainly lies with the police de-
partment. One member called attention
to the fact that the outrages were com-
mitted in the heart of the city where there

is supposed to be better police protection |

than in the suburbs, and in fact where
there I8 fairly good patrol service so far
as the number of policemen is concerned.
He argues that something is wrong either
with the distribution of the men or the
men themselves, or such would not be the
case. In talking of the matter, this mem-
ber sald:

“We do not want to condemn anyhody
unheard, but we intend to =ift this business
to the bottom and determine where the

lame lies. We will then lay the result of
our investigation before the council, with
such recommendation as we shall deem
will best serve to mend matters. Just
think of it-five burglaries in the same
neighborhood in one night! Yes, I am
familiar with the good work of the detec-

tive force In recovering stolen goods and !

in arresting the guilty parties, but it dces
not check these outrages. What we need,
as I understand it, is a force of men whose
knowledge of erime and criminals will pre-
vent burglaries and hold-ups. It !s easy
enough to locate these criminai=z and ordep
them out of town before they have an op-
portunity to work, if they are known to
the police,

something must at once be done to check |
this epidemic of petty crime, and we feel !

that as the committee more or less in
charge of the police force, it is our duty
to act.”

COURSE IN MINING.
Practical Work at the University At-
tracting Prospectors,

The shopkespers and transportation com-
panies are not the only ones affected by
the prevailing interest in all matters per-
taining to mines and mining. The atmos-

phere of the University of Washington has |

become charged with the mining senti-
ment. Prof. Henry Landes, of the depart-
ment of geology and mineraiogy, has or-
ganized a winter course for miners.

This course occupies two full days each |

week from December 1 to March 1, and
many miners, not content with two da:s’
work, toil away in the laboratories on tha
other days as well. On every Tuesday
and Thursday the miners start in with a
lecture from 9 to 10 in the morning on sub-
jects dealing with the extent and nature
of ore deposits and metaliferous veins,
From 10 to 12:30 they pursue a laboratory
course In blowpipe analysis. They work
on the commonest elements. the course be-
ing made as practical as possible for their
needs,
course In furnace assaving.

Tt is not Intended or clalmed that thess
courses will make the students professional
assayers, but will enable the men to pur-
sue their work of prospecting and mining
to much greater advantaze and prevent
much waste of time. Each of these special
students provides himself with a small out-
fit, consisting of blowpipe, reagents, fluxes,
ete., costing about $8, all of which will be
of use In work in the hills. There are
twenty-five of these special mining stu-
dents. The courses are also being taken
by some regular university students. All
the facilities of the department are thrown
open to the special students, and the most
of them are enthusiastic over the results.
There Is no expense to the students except
| the small outfit mentioned, which they
would need in their work whether they
entered the courses or not,

The university has just received from
the United States geological survey a very
valuable gift, known as the ‘“Educational
Series of Rocks,” which contains 156 speci-
mens of rocks arranged in natural dlvi-
| sions under the following heads: *Unal-
| tered Sedimentary Rocks of Mechanical
Origin,” twenty-three specimens of sand-
| stones, conglomerates, shales, ete.; “Un-
i altered Sedimentary Rocks of Chemiecal
{ Origin,” sixteen specimens of veln quartz,
i

gypsum, geodes, ete.; “Unaltered Sedi-
i mentary Rocks of Organie Origin,” six-
teen specimens of limestones, chalk,
flint, peat and coal; “Unaltered Igneous
Rocks,"” fifty-eight specimens of basalts,
lava, granites, syenites, ete.; “Metamor-
phic Sedimentary Rocks” twenty-one
specimens of marble, quartzites, slates,
ete.; “‘Metamorphic Ignesus Rocks™
eleven specimens of soapstones, serpen-
tines, etc.; “Residual Rocks,” four speci-
mens, such as the residual clay of lime-
stone; “lllustrations of Surface Modifica-
tions,” seven specimens showing the ac-
tion of weathering and the smooth and
grooved surfaces of rocks which are the
results of ice action. It can readily bde
seen that this educational series will be of
great assistance to the department of ge-
ology and mineralogy. Prof. Landes, head
of that department, rried on the corre-
spondence which resulted in obtaining for
