% by an lLilinuis syndicate. This money
is 10 be expended in developing theé com-
pany’s mine in Elk creek basin, build-
ing a4 road from the mime to Galena and
repairing the present road from Galena
to index. The deal was made ou a favor-
able report on the property from R. H.
Siretch, the mining eagineer.

in speaking of the plans of the com-
wny Mr. Townsley said last night:

“The property is the Homestake group
of five claims on the left bank of Eik
creek, a tributary of the Sulian, rear the
head of the basin. Three claims are on
one jedge, on which two tunnels have
been driven 1 feet and seventy feet, re-
spectively, one being sixty feet vertically
above the other. This ledge is nine to
twelve feet wide, and shows a pay streak
throughout the wo tunnels ten (o twen-
ty-four inches wide. The ore is galena
aund copper gisnce. and ranges from §0
to M00 & ton ic gold, silver and lead, and
averages fully $19; In fact, ore can be
taken from the pay streak without sort-
ing that will run $106.

“A wuagon road will be made from the
mine through Salmon cre«k pass to Ga-
bua, a distance of four miles. At Ge-
lena it will connect with the county road
north fork of the Skykomish
10 Index, a distance of nine miles. This
road has been aliowed to get out of re-
pair and needs bridges at several points.
It will be repaired so that we can haul
ore in wagons to the Great Northern
railroad at Index. We have a very easy
route, for the Salmen creek pass is no
higher than the mine or Mineral City,
on Sulphur ereek.

“We¢ have made seven miles of trail
down Eik creek and shall complete it to
connect with the Sultan river trail. 8hould
the Secattle & International Railroad Com-
pany extend a branch through the Pil-
chuck pass into the S8Sultan basin, we
shall build a wagon road over this route,
a distance of twelve miles, with an easy
grade, in order to have the means of
shipping over either raliroad.

“We intend to begin development on the
mine as soon after New Year's as we can
get in men and supplies, and shall start
work on the road when spring opens.”

The news that the road from Index to
Galena will be bullt will be welcome to
all those who have mining property on
Silver, Troublesome, Howard, Lost and
Trout creeks, for it will so greatly re-
duce the cost of transportation as to en-
able many of them to ship ore at a profit.
An extension of the road from Galena to
Mineral City, a distance of four miles,
would then suffice 10 bring much of the
Silver creek ore into the market, and
wouid be within the power of those in-
terested. if they could be induced to

combine forces on it. The lack of such
a road has been the principal obstacle
to development of the large ore bodies in

this region.

The man sending out the circular underscored in red ink the words: *“The stores,
including groceries, provisions, wines and cigars for the wardroom mess, were procured
in Seattle.”

Of course, when the Call learned that the circular had been sent out, it made a
frantic demonstration. In last Sunday’s issue it branded the author of the circular a
libeler and administered to him a savage “roast.” threatening to have him arrested and
prosecuted for his “offense.” It went on to explain that a boy was sent to the news
stands by the “perpetrator of the outrage,” and all the available copies of the Call
containing the dispatch quoted were bought up for the purpose of securing the clipping
therefrom. It is then “explained” that the reason the goods were purchased in Seattle
was that the vessel was here, scheduled to saill on November 25, and it was not until
the 22rd that Capt. Tuttle made known to the Call that certain raiment and equipment
were needed for the trip. The Call says there was nothing left for the management to
do but purchase the goods in Seattle. In conclusion it says:

John D. Spreckles directed that the suppiies for the Bear be procured in San ¥ran-
cisco, and all the goods excepting the articles called for by Capt. Tuttle on the eve of the
ship's departure were purchased here,

A number of interviews with members of the Alaskan trade committee of San Fran-

Why should not the
manager of the Call have the right to buy his supplies where he can buy them the
And why should that paper take so seriously to heart a silly eriticism for
its having so done? Why should it take so much pains to “explain.” when the simple
statement that the goods cost less in Seattle than they would in San Francisco would
be an unanswerable defense?

The circular and clipping that fell into the hands of the Post-Intelligencer were sent
by the author of the circular to M. Windmiller, formerly a merchant of San Francisco,
but now of this city. In an interview on the matter, Mr. Windmiller sald to a Post-
Intelligencer reporter yesterday that he had come to Scattle because of Its superiority
over San Francisco from a commercial point of view. He looks upon the action of the
Call in purchasing the Bear's outfit here as an acknowledgment of the fact that Seattle
has such advantage. and wonders why the Call does not defend its action on that ground
instead of skulking behind “explanations,’ as though it were
a natural law and patronized the best market.
