fitting point until I reached Sea'.tie.
Going Crom Tacoma on the Flyer, the

first view I received of Seattle reminded
me very much of the view one gets of

Ban Francisco ss the boats come in
from different points of the bay.

In the heart of ths city Seattle has a

very San Franciscan air. There is the
samp bustle of business enthusiasm and
enterprise. Everyone could converge on
Klondike and give me any information
deal red. but my chief object in coming

to Seattle being to visit the various
schools. I set out to find th«-m.
I first asked the hotel clerk how I

could reach one of the school buildings.

Thsrs might cot have been one In tne

city as far as bis knowledge on the sub-
ject was concerned. I next inquired of
a lady. She absolutely knew nothing of
the location of the schools. I suspected
shs bad drlftsd In with the Klondike ex-
cltemeat. so went in search of a polbe-
man to whom to tell my troubles. 1 soon
found one on First avenue, a large, pro-
tecting looking fellow. He also was al-
most pusaled to know how to direct me.

Flaally be showed me a car line which
be thought would take mo to or mar one
of ths schools.
I found tho desired car and boarded It.

Bsfor* I was Mated, however. It started,
and, not bslng accustomed to tho sud-
den ascent of ths steep grades, I was
thrown with soma force against an old
gentleman. Z was glad it was not a
young gentleman, for ho might have
bssn cross to me. but the old gentleman
was very kind and only laughed and saul
hs could always tell when strangers got

on a car, for they did not know how to
braoa thsmselves for the hills. Ho also
sbowsd me where to get ofT at the High
school building. After spending a short
time there I could see that the school
waa conducted in an admirable manner,
under competent teachers.

My next visit waa at the T. T. Minor
school. Prof. W. P. Babcock, the prin-
cipal, 1 found to be a most pleasant and
accommodating gentleman. lie kindly
showed mo through the different rooms
of his building, and from the thorough
and excellent work being done there, I
Judged that ha is perfectly competent to
fill his position with honor to himself
and school. He is assisted by thirteen
efficient lady teachers, and the whole
school was in such petfect order that it
?eemed as if a "fairy force" was direct-
ing the work.

The next moraine I viaited the schools
in the St Francis synagogue and old
I'nlvaralty buildings. Tno work being
done thars is of a very high order, with
the exception of one room. Trot. J. W.
Wbltnsr, the principal, and his several
assistants. Mem to understand their work
thoroughly.

The next visit was to the Denny school.
Prof. O. 8. Jonaa, the principal, took rne
to the dllterent rooms which I wished to
visit. and showed ma a great deal of
kindness. His school alsto is doing 1 very
line work, and he is certainly well pr.-
pared to fill his office and manage his
large corps of teachers and help them to
maintain thu perfect order which one
will find there.

Huperintendsnt P. J. Barnard Is a very
pleasant gentleman aul a power in his po-
sition. Seattle can well be proud of her
-? hoois. hiving at th«> head of them suca
line educator* and disciplinarians.

Seattle's churches, theaters and vari-
ous Institutions are metropolitan, it. r
business men show great enterprise nud
public spirit, and If San Francteco does
not watch out Seattle will out-do her

Thomas A. Edison has need to I'»ok to

his laurels. Ifis son and namesak*- sent
forth from the shelter of the parental
roof and beyond the influence of paternal
jruidan.ee, expects to make things warm
for his father in the line of electrical re-
search and invention.

Thomas A. Edison. Jr., Is something of
a "wizard" himseif. He is 21 years old.
and many men of twice his age have
learned in the last few months to watch
Lim with much Interest.

Thousands of persons to whom the
name of Edison Is familiar have never
luard of this youthful scientist, yet he has
had a large part in experiments and dis-
coveries that have startled the world.
For years he has spent most of his wak-
ing and many cf his sleeping hours in the
laboratories of his. father, those incuba-
tors of mysterious things born to amaze.
AH the«e matters he has known from his
youth up, and enters upon his manhood
with a wonderful e iuijunent of knowledge.

But why did he not stay with his father?
Why not b ? a partner instead of a rival?

The explanation calls up a curious pic-
ture. Figuratively sp. aking, one bright
morning last August Edison called the
young man to him and spake thus:

'Thomas, my son. you know almost as
much as your father; but what you know
will never L« of use to you until you know
men. Get out and study men. Brush up
against the world for a while, and let us
see what you are made of. You have good
ideas. Work them. Good morning."

So the young .nan started out, four
months ago, with a head full of Ideas and
a lusty d».-sire to make himself heard in
th*" 1 world's noisy trail. c. TuOay he has an
offi e in a big Broadway building, and the
b,g electrical manuficturing companies
with the long titles and the capital of
many millions are studying this young
man with great care, while pretending
that they are not aware of his existence.
T tils i» a very hollow pretense, however,
for he has attacked them in their own
strongholds.. He has Invented a device
which, he says, Is only the first of a se-
ries of Improved appliances in various
lines of electrical work. It i& an Incan-
descent lamp, similar to the one now in
use, but possessing, it is said, many ad-
vantages. He calls it the "Edison Ju-
nior" with conscious pride, and claims for
it superiority over all others in the im-
porfant details of vacuum and filament.

1o achieve these results the young man
designed his own pump, and says that
with it he can exhaust ten lamps to a
high degre ; of perfection in less time than
Is required by the ordinary vacuum
pumps generally used to exhaust onelamp. Tho filament is his own invention
also?a chemical combination carbonized
at 4,000 degrees Fahrenheit, making it as
near absolutely pure carbon as it pos-
sible to obtain. Curiously enough, neither
the pump nor the iilament have betn pat-
ented.

"My father's experience has taught me
to steer clear of the patent office," he
says. "He has taken out scores of pat-
ents, but he has bpent as much money
and time lighting to uphold them, I guess
as they are worth. I'm going to keep :ny
Ideas to myself. Secrecy is a better safe-
guard than a patent any time."

Undoubtedly young Edison believes !n
?ecrecy. The idea* for this lamp came to
him four or five years ago, but he quietly
stored them up against a rainy day. This
having come, he puts them to excellent
use. lie toid me he had shown the lamp
to his father, but not until it was com-
pleted and on the market.

"What did he nay'.'" I Hie ycung-
er wizard laughed.

"He didn't say much," he said; "ho Just
looked it over pretty carefully. 1 yutsis it'll
do."

Young Edison Is highly gratified with
the result of his business venture. His
father, it should be obsctved. has nothing
to do with this him p. yet it is being man-
ufactured and sold In large quantities.
The young man declined to say where his
financial backing came from, but as he
is peaks of travelers on their way to South
America, of Pacific coast agencies and of
the Japanese ar.d Chinese trade. It is to
l*t presumed that large amounts nre iu-
t'Tested, and the big companies employ-
ing- his respect, d father must wake up.

"For the present." he told mo, "1 am
having these lamps made for inc. but a
fito k company Is now being organized,
and In « few »e«-ks 1 expect work will
commenced on a small factory, which
will contain a laboratory for my u.-o.
