Appointments Made for Ritzville and
Steilacoom,
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BLAME LAID ON GONGRESS.

NO POWER IN ALASKA TO GRANT
RIGHT-OF-WAY.

Progressive Commercial Companies

Pushing Toward the Kiloadike
Meet With Imsuperable Dificul-
ties—No Condemnation Peossible.

Many Alaskans are just now much ex-
ercised over what they regard as a de-
fective system of government, under
which the affairs of the territory are ad-
ministered, a subject which Charles G.
Wood talked about in an interview pub-
lished in the Post-Intelligencer yester-
day. As the population increases the
needs of remedial legislation at the haads
of congress become more urgent. Con-
cerning the lack of power to grant right
of way to some of the important eom-
mercial enterprises now pushing their
way toward the Klondike, the Alaska
Miner, of Juneau, in a recent issue, says:

“We want so many things and shall
probably get so few that our anxiety is
to get what Is most necessary. We sadly
fear that in the desire to do something
for us, congress will give us many things
we can very well do without, and ne-
glect to give what is of vital importance.

“Here is an instance: There is no pow-
er to grant a right of way to a company
or individual. The secretary of the in-
terior has absolutely no power to grant
any company the right to use the public
dcmain. This is scandalous, and what
does It lead to? Read what follows:

“At Dyea, up to this time the abiding
place of a tribe of Indians, and the loca-
tion of a trading post buili by an old
soldier, people have commenced to con-
gregate. Why? Because it is the en-
trance to the Chilkoot pass. For over
ten years the trading post of Healy &
Wilson has been established there, con-
ferring the benefit of trade with the in-
terior Indians, and faciiltating the ardu-
ous task of crossing the summit on the
part of the pioneers, whose explorations
and hardships in the interior have been
the means of giving to the world an op-
portunity of participating in the greatest
gold discovery of modern times.

“For tea years this post has been esta>-
lished. Finally the old soldier who built
it, and planted that one little flower of
civilization in the wilds of the Dyea fla's,
His widow lives there yet. She has

ernment for a pensi'n, no more did her
husband. Of late years this plucky ‘it-
tie woman with her iamily has had moce
than she could do to provide for the
passing throng bound for the go!d flelds,
Her pack horses have carried many a
miner's supplies to the base of the sum-
mit. The business has grown and is now
under the management of Sam Herron.

“So far, so good. The widow s reap-
ing the reward of years of walting and
working, doing all she can to support her
family without the help to which she is
clearly entitled.

““Then thera are others attracted to
Dyea because they see a chance to make
money. These men are building houses,
going into business, making a town.

“In addition to this’ companies have
been formed for the purpose of providing
means of transportation across the pass
from Dyea to Lake Linderman. There
are several of them; we deal only with
one now. Some nights ago a posse
started out with the express intention of
knocking down the fences of the trading
post, the property of the widow, and lay-
Ing tles across her jand, and on up
through the canyon. Sam Herron, who
is In the employ of Healy & Wilson, noti-
fled those people that he should resist
any attack on the fences, and the first
man who undertook to break down a
fence would do so at his peril,

“This company has no right of way,
no company has any right of way in
Alaska, and of course there is no an-
thority which will justify its agents in
disturbing fences.

“Mr. Herron successfully resisted the
attack and the fences were not inter-
fered with; such is the account given
10 us.

"It congress would pass a law granting
powers which all progressive and grow-
Ing countries require for their develop-
ment, such things could not happen.

“We must have transportation facili-
tles; we can't do without them. Private
individuals are unable and unwilling to
invest the large sums which it requires
to butld roads, rallways and bridges over
the mountain passes of Alaska. There-
fore this work 18 done by corporations.

A MAGNIFICENT FIGHT.

Creedon Is Forced to Throw Up the
Sponge at the End of the Fifteenth

- Round—Victer Is Easily Middle-
weight Champion of the World.

NEW YORK, Dec. 17.—Norman Seldy,
of Rush county, Indiana, better known in
pugiiistic circles as “Kid MecCoy,” is un-
doubtedly the middleweight champion of
the worid. He met Dan Creedon, of New
Zealand, tonight in the arera of the Puri-
tan Athletic Club at Long Island, and
after fighting fiftéen lively rounds, made
the foreigner throw up the sponge and
acknowledge the Hoosler’s superiority.
Long before the big event took place the
frame building in which it was held was

crowded to excess, and bets were freely

made with McCoy the favorite at 10 to 8

The kid's wonderful science and self- |
possession were always in evidence, and

this, combined with the
height and reach, enabled him to outpoint
his more stockily bullt antagonist. From
the moment the men put up their hands
in the opening round, McCoy's stock began
to ascend, and at the end of the fifth
round McCoy's backers were offering three
to one ¢n their man. .

After the two preliminary bouts had
been wound up, Mayor P. J. Gleason
walked up the aisle and was received with
cheers.

McCoy's advantae. in heaght
and reach were very apparent. Creedon
was four inches shorter than MecCoy, but
he was stockily built and every muscle
was clearly developed. McCoy wus in
excellent shape and nodded confidence to
his friends In the seats and the ring, near
his corner. The announcer sald the men
would fight twenty-five rounds, and if at
the end of the twenty-fifth round the
referee, Sam Austin, could not pick a win-
ner, the affalr would continue. The referee
could give a decision. He also said that
the contest was to decide the mlddle-
welght champlonship of the world.

McCoy had a recep-
tion for fully ten minutes before he re-
tired to his dressing room.

McCoy a Master of the Fistic Art.

“McCoy is a wonder,” was the universal
comment when the fight was over, and no

one, even those who bet against him, be-
grudged him his well-won laurels. Charley
White, who trained Bob Fitzsimmons for
hiz fight with Peter Maher, and later
trained Corbett for his bout with Fitz-
simmons in Carson City last March, was
one of the most interested spectators in the
arena. He said:

“In all my ring experience 1T have never
seen such a magnificent exhibition by a
middleweight as that given by McCoy
tonight, and if Fitzsimmons is out of the
business, as a middleweight the Hoosler
has no peer. McCoy gave an excellent
illustration of the improved style of fight-
ing inaugurated by Jack Dempsey a'nd im-
proved by Jim Corbett. In tonight's fight
he was not even hurried, and now the best
of us are simply guessing how good a
man the Kid is. He has all the physical
advantages, and if he takes good eare of
himself it will be a long time before he
meets with defeat.”

During the preliminary bouts Jim Cor-
bett found time to express an opinion on
the outcome of the main contest.

“My opinion has been all along that
both men are very evenly matched. I
have no preference. They say that Mec-
Coy has youth, height and reach, but if
I may venture an opinion, I must say
that age does not count and I prefer ring
experience.”

The Preliminary Bouts.

The curtain ralser was a six-round af-
fair, in which Steve Flanagan, of Phila-
delphia, and George Ross, of this ecity,
met at 105 pounds. Ross was the aggres-
sor, and the fight was fast from the start.
Flanagan received a bad brulse over one
eye in the first round, and in the fifth
round Flanagan landed a hard right on
Ross' nose from which the New Yorker
bled profusely.
