AH the sanguine anticipations of th*

pleasant summer days are now dispelled
by the actual experience of men who

have recently left Dawson. When pru-

dence uttered a warning at a time when
preparations should have been male,

those people who always take the other

view Insisted that there was no occa-

sion for alarm and that the stories
brought down from the Klondike were

sensational exaggeration*. All the lit-
tle newspapers, whose lack of enter-

prise prevented their getting news
which was published by those going to
the expense of getting at the truth,

professed to be very Indignant at the
publication of alarming report*. Now
that precious time ha* been lost, and
it Is Impossible to altogether avoid suf-

fering. when even the experienced Maj.

Walsh has had to succumb to the diffi-
culties of the Journey and stragglers
are beginning to make their way out,

the truth I* being made manifest.

The appropriations by congress are
not too early. It matter* very little

whether the amount appropriated shall
be $250,000 or $175,000, because most of
it will be returned, as the majority of

the prospectors are able to pay for their
food, and the fact that it is a relief ex-
pedition should not prevent the applica-
tion of business principles, and only

those who are destitute relieved at pub-
lic expense.

Judge McKenna Is not the first

against whom there ha* been opposi-

tion for *uch an office. Four times In

President Grant's term his nomination*

were rejected by the senate, and three

times President Cleveland m«t with a

like rebuff. The subject should come
before the senate solely on Its merits,

and without regard to politics. We are

reluctant to believe the statement
made by some Democratic newspaper*

that President McKinley intends to use

the bribe of patronage and the threat

of White House vengeance in order to

carry his point. This is very unlike the
president, and if It were true it would
be disgraceful part of any man

occupying his office. Sir. McKinley has

done his entire duty when he sends in

the name of Mr. McKenna to the senate.

The opponents of Joseph McKenna did
cot expect to prevent his appointment

as associate justice of the supreme court.
They fully believed that the president
would adhere to his pledges, and the an-
nouncement therefore creates no surprise,
and does not alter the situation so fur as
their opposition is concerned. It has been
their purpose to prevent his confirmation,
If possible, and to that end their protests

have be» n addressed to George F. Hoar,
chairman of the senate Judiciary commit-
tee. It has been widely commented on in
the East as a most significant thing that
the attorneys who know McKenna best
?except his close personal friends?oppeso
him most. ItIs said to be a well authen-
ticated fact that he is not well versed In
the rudiments of English, and that his
opinions while judge of the Federal court
were marvels of inaccurate orthography
and muddled composition. It cannot be
doubted that the fight on him has already
made a strong impression.

Jt Is not to be presumed that the sen-

ate will be any less mindful of the ex-

alted character of the supreme court

than Mr. MoKinley Is, or that it will
more readily listen to idle gos-

sip than he. The senate will be

aware that it must be a very seri-
ous matter which would induce a num-

ber of ji dges and reputable attorneys to

assail the qualifications of one of their

own profession. It is not a matter of

character which can be determined by
facts; neither his integrity nor his
morals is assailed. Nothing is more

difficult than to determine the ques-

tion of a man's capacity by testimony,

and nothing is more disagreeable than

to have to volunteer testimony upon

which the professional career of a man
is to be dependent and whose future
may be blighted, by an adverse de-

cision.

Senator Wolcott Is not yet ready to make
his report on the futile efforts of the bi-
metallic commission, perhaps for the rea-
son that there is very little to report. The
duties of the commission were only per-
functory. It was appointed solely to carry
out Republican pledges, although the good
faith of the president and of the commis-
sion is not to be questioned. But it was
a barren mission. There is no strong senti-
ment In Europe for bi-metallism, and,
furthermore, Europe knows that free silver
is a mere political and rot a commercial
question in this country. The overwhelm-
ing defeat of Mr. Bryan and all his Isms
gave notice to the world that the United
States is for sound money and good money.
It wants no fiat or sem'.-flat basis for its
currency. No wonder Mr. Wolcott and tho
pleasant gentlemen who accompanied him
could stir up no Interest In Europe In bi-
metallism. But they had a good time.

RIVER ASD RAIL RATES.

The Post-Intelligencer will inform the
Vancouver, Wash., Columbian that it

is fairly well acquainted with the his-

tory of Improvement of the Columbia
river, and that it knows as well as any

newspaper the relation of the river and

river traffic to the great inland em-

pire. It desires to add also that in its

opinion the extension of railroad facili-

ties through Eastern Oregon and Wash-

ington w ill do quite as much to develop

that great territory as the opening of

the Columbia. The great value of an
open river to the entire Northwest

would rest upon Us influence for regu-

lation of freight rates by rail and

water. It would be a permanent rail-

road commission. It would force the

railroads always to make competitive
rates. The trend for many years

has been toward lower freight rates,

Th»n we shall not have war. Dyea Is
to t>e maintained as a sub-port, an armed
force will not i>e employed at Lake Ta-
pish. the English right of free navigation
along the Stickeen will not t>e suspended,
and Rensle peace again resumes business
in the same old quarters.
