Another Legitimate Transpor-
tation Line Coming Here.

TO OPERATE YUKON STEAMERS,

Company Organized at Spokane With
82,000,000 Capital—Big Lot of the
Stock Sold to St. Louis Brewers
for Cash—More to Be Placed on
the Market—Boats to Be Built at
Once—Connection With Cramps.

In an interview with a Post-Intelligencer
reporter last night Judge C. G. Austin, of
this city stated that Seattle was to be
made the headquarters of another large
Yukon transportation and mining com-
pany.

“During the next seven days,” sald Mr.
Austin, “contracts will be let for the im-
mediate construction of two river steam-
ers. I am not prepared to state who will
be awarded the contract, because one of
the conditions will be a guarantee of im-
mediate construction, so that the company
can commence operating in time to handle
its share of the spring travel. As an indi-
cation that this company means business
and will take its place among the repre-
sentative companies, I will state that $75,-
000 in cash will be deposited by its treas-
urer in one of the local banks the last of
next week. J. R. Allen, formerly assistant
superintendent of the O, R. & N. and later
general manager of the Spokane & Pa-
louse railroad, will be general manager of
the company. He is scheduled to be here
next week and make arrangements to open
the business offices of the company.

“I have not been in a position to make
this announcement concerning the new
company, which was organized in Spo-
kane last Wednesday, owing to an agree-
ment at the last meeting that not a word
should be given out until final arrange-
ments had been made i the East for
steamship connections at 8t. Michael. [
have received word tonight from Spokane
that the business negotiations are closed
and that our river steamers will conneot
at St. Michael with the ocean line which

t:xe Cramp company will run from Seat-
tle,

““The new company will be known as the
Alaska-Klondike Transportation & Mining
Company., It has been capitalized at
$2,000,000, par value of shares being $1. Al-
‘ready 500,000 shares have been sold for

cash to wealthy St. Louis brewers. No
stock will be placed on the market.. Col.

W. W. D. Turner, of Spokane, is presi-
denc of the company; G. Winehiil, of Se-
attle, vice president; John Bigham, owner
of the transfer company at Spokane, treas-
urer; J. R. Allen, of Spokane, general
manager. I have been elected secretary,
The trustees are as follows: Col. W. W,
D. Turner, John Bigham, J. R. Allen, G.
Winehill, C. G. Austin and J. M. Watkins.

‘“The company will commence operations
on a cash basis, and with the capital be-
hind it, will soon make itself felt as an
important factor in the Alaska trade. In
selecting Seattle as the headguarters we
were not actuated by any feelings other
than those of business men who look on all

sides of a proposition. We believe that

Alaska has a great future and that the
trade already opened up will surely grow
and prosper. Seattle being the logical
headquarters, it was selected as the lo-
cation of the business offices. Treasurer
Bigham has alrcady made arrangements
to come to Seattle and live. General Man-
ager Allen will also make his home in this
city.
