Bicycle* are now carried a* baggage
without extra charge on American rail-
road line* aggregating over «s.0«) miles in
length, an Increase of about 30,W» mil- s
since last February. Coast line and river
steamers and ferries having a combined
length of route of W.m miles are also
carrying bicycles the same as other forms
of baggage and without extra charge. The
principal coast line steamers on both the
Atlantic and the Pacific coasts are includ-
ed in thl* list, and all th* big trans-Pacific
line* to China. Japan and Australia are
In line with the same policy, in France
all railroads carry bicycles as ordinary
baggage, and the Increase of receipts
within the last year, due to wheelman's
patronage, has been very substantial. The
same effect 1* noted in this country as
shown in the rase of the Long Island Rail-
road Company, which last year carried
about 30,000 cyclist passengers, and this
year about 150,000, each paying a full first-
class fare.

the wide, benificent wing of our pro-
tectorate, until such time as annexation
is demanded by the Cuban people. These
historical citations have been made in
order to substantiate the fact of gen-
eral American sentiment for the expan-
sion of American empire.
