When Mr. Flower made
known his intention of platting the town-
site, the settiers on the site, to the num-
ber of elghty-five, gathered together and
heid an indignation meeting. They threat-
ened to hang him {f he éid not cancel his
filing. He compromised by giving each of
the settiers a lot. He says that the set-
tiers are his friends, now that the mount-
od police are on good terms with him, and
that he will make lots of money this sum-
mer. He will put up warehouses and pro-
vide boats at Linderman for those who
desire them to go down the lakes. Ground
to erect tents on will be rented at about
§2 per tent for three days.

Minn. His home is at Oconomowoe, Wis.,
where he has a large blooded stock farm.

Breaks the Record.

The trip from which the steamer City of
Bealtle returned yesterday is the record
for the round voyage between Seattle and
Lynn canal ports. Bhe jeft here De-
cember 13 at 1! o'clock at night, and re-
turned at almost the same time last night.
In going to Vancouver on the way up she
was delayed twelve hours. She tock up
five large colls of wire cable for the tram-
way of the Chiikoot Railroad & Transpor-
tation Company.

The passengers on the steamer City of
Beattle saw an exciting adventure at Van-
couver on the way up. Just as the boat
started, a cab drove down to the whart
furiously and 2 man alighted and ran up
the gang-plank as if fleeing from certain
Geath. He fell at the end of the plank and
rolied over on his head and spun along the
deck. When he regained his feet he sought
a stateroom and locked himself in., Close
after him came a woman with fury in her
face.

Knlght Bmith, expert representative of the
Kiondike Transportation Development
Company, of Vancouver, B. C, He said
that the woman wanted to go to Alaska
with him.

BERNARD MOORE LOSES.

His Claim for Part of the Skaguay
Townsite Knocked Out by
Reginter Dudley.
Special Correspondence.

SKAGUAY, Alaska, Dec. 18.—The appli-
cation of Bernard Moore for a patent for
18 acres of land, which comprises a part
of the townsite of Skaguay, has been re-
jected. The case was heard before Regis-
ter Dudley, at Sitka, this week. The at-
torney for the contestants, J. G. Price, of
this town, and a number of witnesses in |
the case returned from Sitka today. !
Moore's application was contested in the
interests of a committes representing the
citizens of Skaguay.

Eernard Moore filed on 180 acres of land
fronting on Skaguay bay in 13 as ‘\trod-
ing and manufacturing site. At that
time not a white man resided here, and it
was visited by few. .

In his decision Register Dudley siates
that Moore's application for final proof
was “irregular, insufficient and unsatisfac-
tory.” The survey made at Moore's in-
stance, however, will stand.

Moore will either have to make another
application for final proof or appeal to the
general land commissioners. What steps
he will take, if any, is not known.

In the meantime, formal application will
be made to enter the land in dispute as a
townsite,

THE QUICKEST ROUTE.

Capt. Robinson Asked for Informa-
tion as to Chilkoot Trains and
Skaguay Wagon Road.

While the war department iz sending men
to Dyea and Skaguay to learn the condi-
tion of the various routes to the Klondike,
information ls sought for concerning the
trails over the Chilkoot and White passes.
Capt. W. O. Robinson, quartermaster of
the army stationed in this city, has been
asked to ascertain what progress has been
made by companies that are constructing
tramways over the Chilkoot pass. He has
also been asked to furnish the department
with late information as to the condition
of the wagon road now being built over
he White pass from Skaguay to Lake
Bennett,

COLLECTING DUTY AT LINDERMAN,

Canadian Official at Tagish Takes a
Trip—Deputy U. S, Surveyor,
Special Correspondence,
SKAGUAY, Dec. 18.-Klondikers who
are wintering at Lakes Bennett and Lin-
derman, and who have in their possession
goods imported from the United BStates,
have been compelled to pay duty by Col-
lector of Customs Godson, whose head-
quarters are at Lake Tagish. Collector
Godson, hearing that a number of people
were at Linderman and Bennett with
American purchased goods, came up on a
visit of inspection, and duly levied duties

on all that he found.

News reached here yesterday that duties
were being collected by bogus officials, but
it seems that such was not the case. The
levy was made by a regularly constituted
Canadian official.

Somuel Wyckoff, who lived at Tacoma,
died at the Hotel Skagit, Skaguay, Dece.n-
ber 1I. Wyckoff was ons of a company of
four men, the others being G. J. Klindt,
Andrew Holm, Willlam Hiltburn and
Christ Rosenvind. The men packed all
their goods, consisting of 1,50 pounds each,
to Lake Bennett on their backs, and wera
called the “Tacoma pack train,” because
of their untiring energy and ability to
pack from 100 to 150 pounds each. Th=ay
reached Bennett with their entire outfit,
where they built themselves a good cabin,
Afterwards they came back over the Dyea
trail, arriving here November 30, and had
been cutting wood since. When the party
arrived at the top of the first hill, in going
over, Wyckoff complained of severe pains
in his head, and at frequent intervals aft-
erwards, but on Friday he was compelled
to take to his bed, and in spite of the best
medical attendance, died on Saturday

evening, December 1. What makes the |
