Quartz has been discovered
that assays $10,700 to tne ton, and the
ledge has teen located five and a haif
miles alreadv. The Seattle newspapers
are kept post c d ahout this new etrike by
their special correspondents, who are
inir the trail hct between Hanntgsn's r>ass
and Somas.

shown by the government statistics lust
issu -d. and which Indicate an increase of
r 300 000 in September over the correspond-
ing month last year, while for the nine
months of the calendar year the imports
of unmanufactured silk were nearly double
those of 1596.

"Xine'rue their Journev to Da w*on.
Circle City ar.d oth**r points in the Klon-
dike region in the early spring, has given
the far northwestern city a tremendous
boom.

NEW T("»RK. Dec 24. The Medical Rec-
ord will tomorrow publish the following

account of the Sw success of the removal
of a human stoma oh:

"The feat Itself is the most brilliant and
daring ever attempted in recent surpi l®!

history, hut the attendant discovery that
the stomach is rot a vtal- organ is even
ra->re important. Hereto fere it has he«n
considered utterly impossible to live with-
out a stomach. With the fail of this lone
recognised axiom, the old theories of
medicine and surg>ry may be entirely

changed and »«*> field of possibilities which
the discovery opens up Is practically limit-
less.

"The f peratlon wM<*h has so startled the
medical world vas performed in Zurich,
Switseriand, hv Dr Carl Schlatter, on
September 8 last. The subject was Anna
Landis, 54 years of ape and a silk weaver.
This woman had complained for vears cf
stomach trouble. Dr. Schlatter diagnosed
the case and found that sh«> was suffering
from an «*xc«ptiona!ly ?ar«:e oval tumor in
her stomach. Laparotomy was performed
and Dr. Schlatter found that 'he woman's
outer stomach presented a hard mavs.
Then this daring operator, that the
organ was useless, went to work ar.d freed
it from its delicate attachments, cutting,
twisting and clamping among the most
vital organs with the coolness and delib-
eration of an expert dentist drawing a
hard tooth. The technical details of the
operation can only be appreciated by
m> nhers of the medical profession.

"When Dr. Schlatter had excised the
entired stomach, he ftrmly united a small
coii of intestines to the thus
tr.aking a direct connection between the
alimentary canal and the bowels. The
work of Joining the intestine and the acro-phagi.l3 was most delicate. They were
bound together with sutures. The organs
wer« allowed to drop hack into their posi-
tions. the abdomenal wound was sewed tip
and all there was to show that Anna Lan-
dis had lost her stomach was a slight re-
traction toward the diaphragm. The oper-
ation lasted nearly two hours and a half.
The loss of blood was slight. The period
following showed taat the sterilization was
perfect anil the operation wonderfully per-
formed. The patient, although old and
feeble, exhibited but few of the serious
symptoms that usually follow a vital oper-
ation. Minute quantities of liquid food
were given her at short intervals. With
the exception of occasional vomiting, this
food seemed to be assimilated, despite tha
absence of a food receptacle.

The second week alter the operation
she was given solid food. It was retainedand digested without discomfort. Ard
even I>r. Schlatter himself marveled at
the almost tftfenpected success cf his bold
work. He was handicapped in giving the
patient solid food because she onlv had one
tooth left in her head.

"On October 11. a month and five days
after the stomach had been removed, Anna
Landis left her bed. By November 1 she
was feeling perfectly well and was walk-
ing about. Her weight increased, and ap-
parently she was in far better health than
before the operation."

Dr. Edmund Charles Wer.dt, of New Yoik
city, the correspondent of the Medical
Record, who obtained Dr. Schlatter's per-
sonal account of the feat, states that on
the 9th of this month he saw Anna Landis,
and that to all intents and purposes she is
a weU woman.

After duly admiring
them and thanking her I put them on a
convenient sofa and proceeded to the more
serious business of the occasion.

"To my everlasting shame and confu-
sion I went away and left the slippers.
She was always slow to wrath, but such
an indifference to suggestive kindness was
enough to stir the ire of any woman, and
she mentally marked me off the list, send-
ing the slippers to a crabbed old uncle.

"Hew did I get out of it? I had no
sooner reached home than m mory struck
me like a blow. In the morning a reward
of J-V* for those slippers appeared in three
papers. After that I had the pole against
ail rivals. But it was a close call."
