Henry Drnn Thinks Cnnndlnna WIU
ttlve It Pretereaee.

Henry Drum, of Tacoma, who haa gone
to Alaska to engage in the ? customs
brokerage business, was interviewed at
Wrange] by a Post-Inteldgencer special
correspondent with regard to the spring
ru*h to the Klondike. Mr. Drum said:

"The Stickesn route will undoubtedly
be the favorite route for Canadians to
enter the, gold fields. If they go by Dyea
or Skaguay they must either pay the
customs charges to our government, or
pay a convoy to accompany them
through to the Canadian line. Either
of these ways is so expensive as to dis-
course Canadians going in by the White
or Chilkoot passes. On the other hand,
the route from Wrangel offers many ad-
vantage* to them. The Canadians can
c me to apd then make ex-
portation entry of their effects, clearing
them for Olenora, the British Columbia
customs point at the head of navigation
on the Btlckeen. It the present move
for closing the port of Dyea is success-
ful, it will practically force all this class
of trade by way of Wrangel."

Mr. Drum was for nearly three years
deputy col>ctor of customs In charge atTacoma. He Is thoroughly familiar witha I the laws and regulations which will
be In force at Wrangel wh«n the rushcommences, and he will be on the ground
to Instruct and inform Canadians who

For several years past Capt. O'Toole
has been in fesble health, suffering from

a complication of aliments, and at times
has been very ill, so much so In fact that
his death was momentarily looked for.
Last spring he had a particularly severe
attack, from which, in fact, he never re-
covered. His death, therefore, while deep-
ly regretted by his numerous friends,
was not at all unexpected. He went to
California in the hope of prolonging his
life some time sines.

Capt. O'Toole, during his an tire resi-
dence in the state, has been prominently

identified with the Democratic party, and
has b?en a prominent figure In every
county and state convention.

He waj twice married, but leaves no
child. His second and surviving widow
Is a sister of the Hon. Jefferson Chandler,
of Miseourl, assistant attorney general
during Cleveland's first administration.

Cell In Jail.

RENO, Nev. Dec. 27.?A special to the
Gazette from Quincy, Cal.. says: In the
county Jail here on Sunday morning at 'J
o'clock one of the most horrible tragedies
known for years occurred. Lowell Max-
well had been convicted of burglary In the
first degree on two charges, one for enter-
ing the express office last October and
taking an express box out and robbing it
of 13.*>00. The other, for entering the
Welch hotel, in Humbug valley, last' Se-
ptember and taking a tuit of clothes. For
the offenses Judge McLaughlin was to
pass sentence today, the t?th.

Yesterday morning Sheriff Bradsford
gave Maxwell breakfast as usual.

Not suspecting any rash act, Sheriff
Bradsford gave him a mug and razor.
Maxwell said he also wanted to take a
bath and requested the sheriff to bring
more water. When the officer stepped out
after the water, the prisoner called out
to C. J. Lee and F.'J. Hail, who were in
the sheriff's office in front of the jail
proper, and said: "Good-bye, boys."

When Lee stepped to the door, there
stood Maxwell in his cell with a frightful
cut across his abdomen below the navel,

and his Intestines protruding. After the
rash deed the prisoner stated ha wanted
to get rid of this hell on earth and ha
heaped curses on those who brought

about hts conviction. Dr. Sonagle was
called, but after a hasty examination he
pronounced the case hopeless. In the aft-
ernoon Dr. McChesney, county physician,
sewed up the intestines, but pronounced

the case hopeless. Maxwell died at 11:13
p. m.

Maxwell's criminal career began In 1--84,
when he killed a man named Habe in a
saloon row in Greenville.

It is a custom for an officer wrsen ifla-

ing command of a ship in the new
to make aii hands first-class; that :s, to

start out by giving- everybody a fair show.

There ate four classes-first. second, third

an J fourth. A man is classed for an of-

fense committed, and if made seco.ia
class is restricted to the ship for one
month; third class, three months, witn

one shore leave at the end of two

and a fourth-class man has to stay aboard

si* months, with one leave at the end

of three months. When first class, a
man can "go ashore." as it is called, as
often as he desires, besides all

the pay his rate calls for each pay aa>.
A fourth-class man is allowed to draw
only $S a month, the balance being held

hack until he is first class once more.
For these reasons a change of captains

is most desirable to a certain element on
board a man-of-war.

The most common offense for which
men receive restriction is drunkenness.
When given liberty to go ashore, they

must be aboard by a certain time, drunk

or sober, and, if drunk, so much the
worse for Jack. The worst offense of
this kind is called "drunkennes aboard,

not the result of liberty." caused usually

by whisky being brought off by a friend,

and which usually results in a court-

martial for the persons interested. But
once in a great while the thirst for liquor

overcomes all sense of prudence or duty,

and, as was recently the case on the
Oregon, some of the men raided the alco-
hol chest. By a regulation of the navy,
this chest is kept above decks and easy
of access, and it was only necessary to

force the look to get at the alcohol. This
was done and some twenty-three gallons
of the fiery liquid taken out In pails.
For this offense five men were court-

martialed. and four *f them were dls-
cha:ged from the service. A sentry now
watches this chest day and night. Verily,
the thirit for liquor will move men to do
wonderful things.

When the big battleship was In the
dock last time it was a favorite pastime
for a chosen few to make what was called
the "100-yard dash" from the ship through
the woods to a saloon, getting liquor and
sneaking past the sentry back to the
ship. Large and high board fences now
will render this task very hazardous. But
men have been known to drink red ink
on ships for the alcohol In It, and will
stick at nothing when the mad thirst Is
on them.

The marine on guard where the offense
1h committed usually puts the offender
under arrest, and if one man be an old
offender or tho break a serious one, the
officer of the deck orders him to be put
In the "brig," as the cells are called, to
await action. At the pleasure of the
captain, all offenders are "brought to the
mast." as the saying is, to be punished.
In the old wooden ships they were taken
to the foot of the mainmast, where tha
captain held his court, himself being
.ludge, Jury and prosecuting attorney.

Tho expression still lives, although tha
modern warship has no masts worthy of
the name. These steel towers convey
no Ideas of lofty rigging and snowy can-
vas. but the seances sometimes held at
their foot still possess as much Interest
as of yore. It has often been said that
It Is almost Impossible to prove anything
on board a warship, and attendance at
a "mast" will prove this. For Instance,
a coal passer Is absent from roll-call.
He !s sent for and asked to explain his
absence. He swears he was there at
roll-call, and says he can prove It by
John Jones and Bill Smith. Smith and
Jones are sent for. and solemnly assert
that their friend was In the ranks and
answered his name. In the face of such
as this, the officer smiles a knowing sort
of smile and lets the matter drop, as he
cannot well do anything else. The pro-
verbial antipathy bluejackets have fur
marines has even vanished in cases of this
kind, and they stood by each other
aboard and ashore.

Take it all in all. the bluejackets are a
most contented lot. well paid, well fed
and w»H clothed, and any punishment
merer! out tr> them is nearly certain to be
well deserved.
