Besides, the companies
w-re not to blame for the failure of the
boats to get up to Dawson, it was the
low water."

Xalinry'a Lucky Thirteea.
T. H. Maiiory is a patriarchial old

m.ner who has be*n buffeted about by

tickle fortune for so long that he hardly
realizes the fact that he ;s rich now and
has mines worth many hundreds of thou-
sands if not millions. He has min*d all
over the West for the past thirty-six
years and has made several stakes, but
never one like that he has now. The sack
he brought out with him would nearly
balance a sack of flour. The fatal num-
ber 13 has proved to be Mallory's mas-
cot. Nearly everything he has done since
he went to the Yukon has been done on
the 13th of a month, and his biggest
richest claim is No. 13.

Maiiory left Spokane two and one-half
years a*;o and started for Alaska. He
went over the Dyea pass in company with
Jo Heaiy, Mrs. J. J. Heaiy juid her maid.
Miss Conroy, and Thomas Finnegan.

"We buiit a scow by whipsawlng lum-
ber, and ieft tbfc lakes »a!y 26, 1595, ar-
riving at Cudahy August -"6, going down
by easy stagus, hunting, ti.sluug and ex-
amining the country as we went. At
Forty-Mile we parted company. Mrs.
Heaiy met her husband and went down
on the steamer Weare to Circle City. I
went down two weeks later on the Alice,
built a cabin, and put in a supply of grub
for the winter. I was unfortunate enough
to be attacked by the scurvy that year,
but in the spring went out on Miller
creek. In the Birch creek mining district.
I went into partnership with and
Lamm to work some claims. After open-
ing up the ground and getting to work
we made an average ot sls a day, includ-
ing all dead work and sluices, from July
1 to September L

"We returned to Circle City, paid our
debts and bought another year's sup-
ply of grub. We got the Klon-
dike fever and I joined in the
stampede on January 13 and siarted
with a hand-sled with seventy-live pounds
of grub and a blanket. Half way up I
WHS joined by Dick Low and J. A. Chute,
with whom l traveled after that. I paid
out my last dollar for supplies at Forty-
Mile and arrived at Eldorado on Febru-
ary 15 and purchased a half interest in
a two-year lease on the upper end of No.
13. Eldorado. Chute and myself bought
this from 'Swiftwater Bill.' We pitched
our tent and after hiring two men com-
mence d to sink holes.

"We sunk four holes without finding
anything. Almost discouraged, we sank
a fifth hole to bedrock. Chute had bo-
come disheartened over the prospect and
had taken one of our men and gone away
prospecting. Continuing the work In the
fifth hole with my one man. T struck pay
dirt at a depth of twenty-five feet and
bedrock at twenty-seven feet. After pan-
ning out S3UO I concluded it was time to
stop work and enter Into some arrange-
ment to buy the ground or make more
money out of the ground than by the
working lease. On April 13 I got up a
pool with other men by which we paid
i.IOO as an option for three days to pur-
chase the claim at $45,000. $5.000 on ac-
ceptance. SIO,COO In fifteen days, and $30,000

to be paid July 1 We paid the $10,01)0 be-
fore it was due and the final payment on
June 13, three weks before it was due.

"To shew you how the mine paid, after
we concluded to take the mine, I made
a rocker, carrying snow and melting it
to get water. One man was hoisting and
one man was in the shaft. I did the
rocking. In April the product amounted
to $10,634. and in May to s3l.97o?the last
six days was sluicing, the biggest day's
work being t.i 3 ounces, ur 17.361. I'p to
t!.e t.me I came away our mine had yield-
ed $155 o*o. There are twenty-five men
working on lei?es of TOO feet above
nnd 100 feet bel JW. Wo:k will be contin-
ued all winter. So far a>< we con average
the r*y st re sik is seventy-five feet wlds
an.i pays AM to the linear foot. Tnat

is the spring. I then bought a half In-
terest In Xa 3 below discovery on Sul-
phur for s4'). got a half interest in No.
It above on Dominion creek for S3OO. and
a half interest in a lay of 174 feet on 34,
Eldorado. I also cwn Xo. ton Lucky
creek, off All-Gold; No. ?7 on Eldorado;

with Tom Rockwell; also a half interest
in No. 22 on Montana creek with the
same mm.

"I pot th-se claims by hard rustling
with my dog team. The sled, dogs and
harness which I came out with, coat me
sl,4*). I left my dogs at Juneau and am
going back in thirty-five or forty days.
I ccuid have sold out everything I had be-
fore I left for $50.<309. But I wouldn't do
it. There will be much suffering 'about
Dawson this winter.

"We broke five sleds on the way out.
John Kill, who was robbed of SS,S<X>. gave
me one sled. At Lake Lebarge we
passed Detective Roberts and T. B. Corey.
They were getting along slowly and I
foid them two dogs at $l3O each to help
them through.

??Judge Osborne has a lay on Xo. 19 be-
low. on Bonanza. He used to wtigh 250
pounds now he weighs 163. I stopped
at the Judge's cabin the other day an I
he was just getting over an accident in
which he cut his leg with an ax. Josiah
Collins has a cabin at the forks of El-
dorado and Bonanza. He is goir.g to
open a broker's office. Dr. Caldwell is
doing a bg dentist business. Leroy
Tosier is working for McFee and Spen-
cer. Dc-tective Charles Phillips is stop-
ping at the forks of Eldorado and Bon-
anza. Walter Wood is clerking for the
North American Transportation and
Trading Company. Frank Egan and Jack
Levy are doing well."
Not Esoagh Grab, bat Jo Suffering.

C. J. Chr;stie, of Portland, went In last
July and arrived at Dawson City, Octo-
ber 22. He said!

"I took several trips up different gulch-
es and sized up the situation with the ob-
ject of reporting to my principals outside.
I found first of all that the grub situa-
tion received more attention than the
gold question, and that that was a con-
dition which bad existed in Alaska sine®
the miners had commenced to go there.
About October 1 there had been a great
scare. The two transportation companies
had offered free transportation down the
river to Circle City and some had gone
down. Th# cry of wolf, woif, had been
repeated and even those who had ample
provisions became frightened and bought
more, which ran up the price as high as
$2 per pound for provisions. This induced
a great many men to sell out and declare
their intention of going out up stream,
or down to Circle City. Presumably *.*>

men sold out. which meant that many
outfits to be distributed among those who
are left, in addition to those they brought
in themselves and those bought from the
stores. Although I do not think there
is grub enough in the country, yet I do
not believe that any one will sutler hun-
ger.

"As to the gold prospect*. I think Bon-
anza, Eldorado and Hunker, the three
early discoveries, the richest placer dig-
gings ever discovered. There Is no doubt
in my mind but that further rich dig-
Kings will be found. The country is full
of prospectors and the same conditions,
and the same formations, prevail over a
vast territory, but. owing to the difficul-
ties of transportation it will take a long
time to prospect it. I found it the most
peaceful, law abiding 1 mining camp I ever
saw. The mounted police stationed along
the line are doing everything they can to
help the prospectors and miners and les-
sen their hardships if possible. I hope
the rigorous mining laws they are now
enforcing will lead a greater number of
prospectors next summer into Uncle
Sam's domain, further down stream,
where I am satisfied there are as rich
disrgings as in the Northwest territory.
When I go In again 1 expect to make the
trip in twenty days."

*«fe» Corded \*ith Gold.

Bar?.'? of and Hsrrv
Dobson. of Seattle, made a quick trip out
and Dobsoc met with the most terrible
experience of any man who got through.
It :s only through the exercise of fore-
sight and thought that he lives to tell the
story of how nearly he came to losing his
legs by freezing. They started November
-7 with five dogs and 675 pounds of sup-
plies, including tent, stove and robes.
They had two sleds fastened together with
a rope and found this arrangement very
advantageous. The dog teams and sleds
cost and whea they got ready to
leave they were offered SI.WO for them.

Dobson was running ahead and a mile
below Little Salmon he broke through the
thin ice and went down in the
water. It was fifty or sixty be!~>w
zero. ard there was no timber
handy. But Barnes had taken the
precaution to have his kindling ready
in the stove. He got the stove off and lit
a fire as soon as possible, but Dobson's
clothes had frozen the instant he stepped
out of the water. So quickly did Barnes
get a fire going that Dobson escaped with
only the bottoms of his feet frozen. It
was 275 miles out and Oobson had to walk
on frozen feet all that distance. He came
out by Dyea, while Barnes pushed
through by the Skaguay pass. Harry
Jones and William Kingston left Dawson
with them, but they were not out yet
when the steamer left Skaguay.

"I brought out the first dog team that
ever came out over the Skaguay trail."
said Mr. Barnes. "1 have been In the
Yukon two years and have claims oa bcth
Eldorado and Bonanza. As I had no grub
to work them, 1 got permission to leave
them. I let lays on them, but the men
had to leave for Circle City on account
of the lack of grub. I just got up a few
weeks ago from an attack of typhoid
fever. It took us twenty-seven days to
come out."

??Output Will Startle the World."

Speaking of the food situation. Mr.
Barnes said: "lr» my opinion there will
be no starvation at all. There is a limited
amount of provisions at the present time,
but Circle City and Fort Yukon are so
near that they can be reached. I think
at least 3.00G men have already gone down.
A dog team is not needed to go there and
it takes eighteen days to walk down and
haul the sled. Th -re are many sloughs
and bayous below Dawson which makes
sledding easy. The police advised ail to
go and both companies furnished trans-
portation. Hundreds who came down be-
fore the river closed never stopped at
Dawson to cook a meal, but went tight
on down. There is a cord of gold in the
Alaska Commercial Company's safe the
size of a piano, and the same in the North
American Transportation & Trading
Company's safe. They have so much that
they decline to keep any more for the
miners."

Of Snohomish county people on the
Klondike. Mr. Barnes said: "Mr. Pettit,
of Snohomish, located a claim on Bo-
nanza in the nineties above. Pete Boyce
has two claims just al»ove. George James
is rustling hard. It was reported that e\-

Sheritf Hogan and party had been
drowned, but he turned up all right. A
party in a boat disappeared opposite
Lousetown and was never seen again.

"The newcomers took up claims which
we old men would not touch. They make
money out of 10 and 15-crnt ground, wnue
we wantM nothing less than $2 or
Sulphur and Dominion creeks will hardly

S. G. Ceffman came out and stopped at
his home at Juneau. He went in laM April
with merchandise and secured interests in
claims on Dominion and Bonanza. To a
Post-Intelligencer reporter on the steamer
Al-Ki, he said:

"We had a scow with twelve tons
aboard and shot the canyon and White
Horse without unloading a thing. It took
us twelve days to reach Dawson. I paid
Jackson, the Indian guide. SSOO for bring-
ing me out and the others with me paid
the same. Jrjckson's dogs cost $l5O each
and the provisions $1.50 per pound. We had
