Mrs. Sarah Jar.e RurseH, who died
Wednesday evening at ber home. 215 Le-
nora street, from hemorrhage of tho brain,
after a brief illness, was one of that he-
roic band of New England women known
to ths pioneers of Paget sound as the
"Mercer g!rl» of 1864." This little band
left New York in March, I*4, in company
with Asa S. Mercer, who opened tho tet ri-
tortal university in 1881. They went to S»
Francisco by steamer, from which place
they came to Puget sound on tho bark
Torrent. There were eleven women In
this party, most of whem wero New E»»-
giaaid school teachers. Mrs. Russell was
one of. If not the youngest in tho party.
Her maiden name was Sarah Jane Galla-
gher. She w?s born in Lowell, Mass.,
May 17. 1546. Her parents are dead, her
mother having died only two months ago
at the old homestead In Lowell.

After Mrs. Russell, then Miss Gallagher,
arrived in Seattle, she became a teacher In
the old territorial university. Later she
was in charge of the school at Port Gam-
ble. SI e married Thomas S. Russell, on«
of the best known of the old pioneers of
Seattle. In I*s. Mr. Russell died in ISS2.
Mrs. Rus&ell leaves three children. W. X.
Russell, George F. Russell and Mrs. Jc?:n
Suthoff. Mrs. Suthoff and W. X. Russell
are in Seattle. George Russell is an bis
way to Dawson and was last heard of at
Marsh lake.

In speaking of Mrs. Russell last evening,
Thomas W. Prcwoh paid:

"Asa. Mercer went East In 18®?. While
there the idea came to him that he would
be do!rip a grand service to Puget sound,
and. Incidentally, that his return to Se-
attle would be made happy, by bringing
with him a company of marriageable
young: ladles. In carrying this Idea out.
he got together eleven young women, who
had the courage and were w'll'nsr to do
what he suggested. They left New York
in March under the guidance of Mr. Mer-
cer. and came by steamer to San Fran-
cisco. From the latter city they can e
north on the bark Torrent to Port Gamble,
and from Port Gamble to Seattle on the
little sloop Skiddfr. arriving here about 11
o'clock at night on th* 16th of May. They
\u25a0went to Pelin's hotel, where, for a few
days, they were the objects of the mingled
curiosity and admiration of the entire
community. The day after their arrival
they were taken to the universltv build-
ing. where the assemblage was called Into
meeting by Pr. P. S. M.iynard. who Intro-
duced Rev. Nehemiah Doane. the clergy-
man of the only church then In Seattle.
Mr. Doane made an address of welcome to
the young ladle.*, to which response was
offered by Mr. Mercer, after wht h there
was general introduction, hand-shaking
and These young
ladies 'were educated and Intelligent, a
number of them were New England teach-
ers. and all were qualified to fill almost
any position in society. They soon got
places, where they were self-sustaining,
principally teaching school.

"In the course of a year about half the
numbered were married, among others
Miss Sarah J. Gallagher to Mr. Thomas
S. Rust-ell. in April. I»S6. the ceremony be-
ing performed by Mr. Doane.

"Mrs. Russell was one of the early
teachers of Seattle. Not long ago she
told me how this came about. One day
she met the county school superintendent
on the street, lie said that it had been
left to him to find a suitable person to open
the town school on the following Monday.
After looking the field over he had con-
cluded that she was the suitable person
wanted. In reply she assured him she
was not a teacher, never had been, had no
ceriificate. and that compliance with his
wish was Impossible. lie asked her a
few questions about the schools.she ha<t
attended, the studies she had pursued and
her experiences in life. In the afternoon
he aarain hunted her up. gave her a cer-
tificate and told her she would be expected
to open the school at 9 o'clock Monday
morning. She was there, at Yesler hall,
nnd among her pupils w*re boys and g rls
nnv numbered among the prominent citi-
zens of the state of Washington. Of the
young ladies who came witn Mr. Mercer
at that time several if not a majority,
are now dead. The tirst tn go was a Mi«s
Jcsle Pearson, who. while teaching a
school on Whidby Island in August, only
three months after her arrival, was taken
sick and died. The last to go before Mrs.
Rrssell was Miss l.ixzie M. Ordway, a
teacher and ex-school superintendent of
Kitsap county, who died about two months
ago. In the 60's the men of Puget sound
outnumbered the women two or three to
one. and that the women were appreci-
ated goes without question. Of all the
people* who haw yet come to this country,
none were received with more plea«ani
anticipations than this party of A. S.
Mercer's, and it. may further be said that
none have more fully and completely justi-
fied the welcome given them.

Wave broken an 3 wind beaten, the little
schooner Emmet: FelJta, Capt. J. H. Reed,
dropped anchor Wednesday midnight in the
harbor at Ballard, fifty-one days from
Hkagusy.

swamped, A raging storm was on and
high waves were constantly breaking over
our deck*. One night water broke Into tho
ca >ln and caused the explosion of a lamp.
Tne contents of the cabin caught fire and
but for prompt action in putting out the-
ism* a we should tftea have perished.

"Between Hesquitte bay and Cape Beal
we had ia.r sailing. But when we came in
sight of the liKht a contrary wmd sprung

? up and we were drifted back for eight
aa>*. bringing up finally in Hesquitte bay.
» distance of but seventy miles from Capo
Beai.

Company closed Its present engagement
at the Seattle theater last evening, pre-
senting Verdi's tragic opera "Otello." The
lioubc wad not a large one, but those who
did attend were liberally rewarded in tn»*
melodic feast offered. The book is b*>cd
upon Shakespears's classic work and con-
tains all of tne principal incid&nts of tne
play. Some of the characters of the orig-
inal are omitted, but others of less note
in the play are given an additional im-
portance in the opera. The rendition last
night was consistent and the scenic ad-
juncts and costuming were more preten-
tious than for any of the previous pro-
ductions. The choruses were well sung
ur.d the principals were more than equal
to the demands made upon them. The
Otello of Slg Collenz was fully up to his
other characterizations that have given
him a splendid reputation as a dramatic
tenor. Cioni's lago was a remarkable foil
to the title role, and in many of the
scenes the interest was equally divided.
Senorita Mazzl was the Desdemona, and
made a favorable impression, although
the demands upon her resources were not
exacting.

The particularly weak spot In the pro-
ductions la In respect to stage manage-
ment, the efforts of principals and chorus
falling to dovetail la the ensemble. The
prompting is also a disagreeable feature
and goes far toward marring perform-
ances that are in many respects remark-
able for strength.

This creation of the
artist is of tie most captivating character
and cannot fail to afford intense pleasure
t?> the rwtmns of the house. The opera
to be pro=»THcd will lie the "Mascot,''
most tuneful and delicious of itself, and
the two strong attra ti.>ns wiil doubtless
pack the house to the doors.
