"Early that morning we sighted the
gebooner Laura May. from flan Franeteco,
«sr jwmrion then being about forty-five
jKies west of Cape Disappointment. I
Bade signals of distress by tiring blue
hgSts and rockets. and the schooner hove
to for us. After taking to the boats we
were only about f,>rty minutes in reaching*
the schooner. The sea was ve.rv rough.
Vut all of u* managed to get aboard of h-r
fc safety. We took nothing away with us
twt ti» rag* we stood in. There was no
ta«ff*nce on the vessel, but the cargo was
lasured."

At the conclusion of the judge's stern
words Foley sank limp and helpless to
his chair, but grasped the arms v » it a
moment later and sat straight up.

Not one of Foley's witnesses or friends
were near him at the trying moment.

The crowd in thd court room Wire well
pleased, and grave vtut to their feelings
by the stamping of feet and appiauae.
Ail morning little groups of farmer., gath-
ered on the streets, and It was authorita-
tively stated that a mob had been organ-
ised to hang Foley if the jury tidied to
do what the residents of Clay county con-
sidered to be their du'y. Before the ar-
gum* r.ta began. Foley and his cousin sat at
a table, talking and laughing, ar.d he act-
ed as if he did not fear the result of the
trial. During the addresses by his at-
torneys, however, Foley and his sisters
were almost constantly in tears.

Foley's crime, the murder of his mother,
an aged woman, ar.d his sister Fanme,
aged 36, was mo?t brutal. They lived to-
gether on their farm feur milts north of
Li'aerty. The father was dead, and the
mother and sister had prevented young
Foley from having the property solii ar.d
divided. On the evening of November IT,
18&6, the women were shot from the out-
side by Foley, who then broke in the door
and, following tfre wounded women from
room to room as they tried to escape, fin-
ished the crime, using a revolver and a
gun. Foley wan the first to give the
alarm, and tried *o cast suspicion ou Earl
Hoover, a discharged furcn hand. The
vigilance commitlee worked up evidence
against Foley, and it was necessary to
bring htm to Kansas City to prevent a
lynching. He was tried in June, 1537, but
the jury disagreed.

Doring was the father of ex-City Treas-
urer Dortng, of Belleville, who committed
suicide about a year ago, when a shortage
in his accounts was discovered.
