Called In bj the Treasury OWCIH.S.

WASHINGTON. Jan. S.-One of the
most dangerous counterfeits ever discov-
ered has inado Us appearance. John
Creamer, of the sub-treasury, at Philadel-
phia, today brought to the secret service
tive »lw counterfeit sijver eertili-
<ates. The general appearance is
excellent, and. after close exami-
nation the officials of the treas-
ury cash room were undecided as to
their genuineness, and only after the
notes had been soaked in hot water wh n

the two piece* forming the front and ba:k
of the note came apart, were they con-
vinced of the fraud. On examination an-
other spurious note w.is discovered.

The notes brought over by Mr. Creamer
hid been turned Into the sub-treasury by-

two leading banks, and the Philadelphia
custom house, who had received them as
genuine.

Agents of the secret service everywhere
have been wired a description of the notes

with instructions to be on the lookout for
persons attempting to pass them.

The chief engraver at the bureau of en-
graving and printing announced the coun-
terfeit a very dangerous production.

In view of the dangerous character of
the counterfeit Secretary Gage today de-
cided to stop and to call in all SIOO silver
certificates, of which there are about
000.000 outstanding. These will be ex-
changed for silver certificates of smaller
denomination and the plates destroyed. As

soon as new plates can i>e engraved a new
series will be issued. Assistant treasurers
at all of the sub-treasury cities will be re-
quired to send to the treasury in Wash-
ington all SIOO silver certificates in th-lr
possession and to request all banks, trust
companies and other moneyed Institutions
to do the same.

.Secretary CJasje desired the statement
made that In hi* judgment it was unsafe
for business men or others to accept sil-
ver ecrtiflcates of this denomination and
In case they «re now on hand they should
be sent to the banks for transmission toWashing ton.
