say that no fact gives stronger evidence
of improved financial conditions through-

out the .ir. ry than the remarkable de-
c-atf in the number of railways during

2*57 that experienced such embarrass-

m-nts. when compared with previous
ye«rs.

No year slr.ee l&T has shown so few
roads or so small mileage confessing in-
solvency, while compared with the record

for any or e of the five years immed at-ly
prec-ding iwT the Ist of new receivership*
in the iast year is turpris agly small, in
respect to number of lines, mileage and
capital involved. In the panic year I*9>
r.o less than seventy-four c- aopanies, with
3&.340 miles of road, and $1,731,000,000 of
bonds and sto-'k. defaulted in their obliga-
tions and were turn- i over to the control
of the courts. In the number of simi-
larly unfortunate r >ad« wis only eishuen,
tl e!r mileage was but 1 5-T7. and their cai i-
taiiiaticn was le«s than OOi'.W* 1.

Laat Year'* t.onrt Record.
No gr~at railway system became In-

solvent last year. The largest roads in the
list are the Columbus, Sandusky & Hock-
ing, 236 miles; the Wheeling & Lake Erie,
247 miiea. anu the Columbus, Hoekir.g Val-
'ey & Toledo, 323 miles?all coal carriers ia

the state of Ght-9, and owing their embar-
rassment to low prices of coal. These
three roads represent about 52 per cent, of
the total mileage, and nearly 80 per cent,
of the entire capitalization covered by the
year's receiverships. The other roads were
small, and failed from inherent weakness
rather than as a result of unfavorable
financial conditions In the country.

To show the great improvement of the
year 1*97 in these respects, compared with
most of Its predecessors, and also as evi-
dence of the disastrous results which have
followed overbuilding anA rate wars by
railways in this country, there is given
herewith a summary of receiverships for
the twenty-two years in which this jour-
nal has kept the record:

Surnr loterenting History.

It is to be noted that the years of great-

est railway building were the years of

fewest receivership Thus. In 1S&1. when
nearly 10,000 miles were built, only five

companies, with an insignificant mileage,

appear to have become insolvent; in 1582,

when over 11,500 miles were added, the re-
ceiverships numbered only 12, and in the
exciting times of ISS7, w hen nearly 13,C*X)
miles of road were built, the number of
new receiverships dropped to 9. But the
bad seed of overbuilding soon began to
blossom Into bankruptcies, followed sure-
ly, though often slowly, by the fruitage
of foreclosure sales. Hence, although
railway bankruptcies are now becoming
few, we naturally expect thai the sales
will still be found numerous, and it is cot
disappointing to find that during 1597 42
roads, with 6.673 miles of owned lines,
were sold under foreclosure, Involving

of bonds and nearly *235,000.000
of capital stock. This makes a total of
almost >518,000.000 of securities, a consid-
erable part of which were wiped out of
existence, while much of the remainder
was scaled down to smaller figures in th»
process of reorganization.
