was missing. inquiry developed that he
had expressed his intention of going north
to Tacoma, sand from tnis stage of his
cereer all knowiedge of Horne's where-
abouts was lost. The surmise, by the
best detective on the coast, who hail from
$an Francisco in this case, Is that Horne
was put out of the way by robbers and
that his money was siolen from him;
that his fortune led to the crime.

Here are the facts: John Horne came
to the Sound from Alaska with §.50 in
gold, instead of 35,00, and after visiting
his brother, H. G. Horne, who resides in
this city, w e he conducts a carpenter
shop at Fifteenth and C streets, the miner
mace & Sying trip to 8an Francieco, leav-
ing ihe bulk of his money on deposit here,
While Hone was in Alaska his mother,
who resided in Raclne, Wis, died, and
Morne during his stay in San Franeisco,
eoncluded to go tc Lis mother's home (0
settie uy her esiate, He accordingiy
came back to Tacoms, prevailed upon his
brother here to accompany him East, and
the two left for Racine. No secrel was
made of thelr movements, and when a
Post-Intelligencer reporter today investi-
gated the facts, he learned that lu?.veral
persons knew uil abeut the brothers trip
East, and that Horne's carpenter shop
and tools are being cared for by a friend
here untli Horne's return,

Before leaving here for his early home {

John W. Horne deposited his money in
the Fidellly bank, taking but 3600 with
him to meet hia and his brother’s expenses
while away. Both brothers are dally ex-
pected to return here, and since their de-
parture have written to several friends
teliing of their trip and experiences in
Wisconsin,

These are the real facts In the mysteri-
ous disappearance of florne, which has
been written about as so unaccountable
that had the *“earth opened up and swal-
Jlowed Horne” ke could not have more en-
tirely dropped out of sight. Those ac-
quninted with the facts consider the fake
sent out by the San Francisco police de-
partment as a huge joke, and say that
every mean In town who knows Car-
penter H. . Horne knew of his and his
brother's trip to Wisconsin, and also that
*“Jack” Horne, as they term him, had
eome out of the mines with but §2.800 in-
stead of $5.000. When asked why it was
that even a local morning paper should
print the sensational “mystery’” story, one
of Horne's friends replied:

“1 eannot account for it. We all knew
ahout the boys going East, and any of us
would have told about it had we been
asked.™

Horne's latest letter to a friend here,
written about two weeks ago from Ra-
cine, announced that ha would reach Ta-
coma within two weeks from the date of
writing. 8o that Horne himself iz dally
expected to reach here and in person dis-
prove the murder and robbery theory so
cleverly arrived at by the Golden Gate
detectives,

Charles Powell, formerly a contractor
here, who has been in Dawson since early
in the season, says, under date of Novem-
ber 28:

“Hundreds of men are discouraged and
homesick, and are going back as soon as
the ice is good. The river is still open, but
filled with floating ice. There will be lots
of suffering here this winter, and soma
will starve and freeze. There are lots of
provisions at Circle City and Fort Yukon.
There has been lots of stealing golng on at
D)awson, and two men have been shot dead
who were caught at it.”

He and his partner are well supplied and
will work a *lay” on Bonanza creek, out
of which they expect to make $200 per day.

P. D. McKellar has a “lay” on Bonanza
creek and expects to clear up $4,000. The
Austin brothers are working by the day
and getting $15. Archie Allen has located
a claim of his own. Archie Hammill and
wife are making moccasins and mittens
for the miners. Nearly all of the letters
speak of the scarcity of provisions, but
say it will not affect any of them, as they
went in with good outfits,

TRAIL CREEK’'S RECORD,

Its Production in 1897 Was 150 Per
Cent. Over the Preceding Year.

ROSSLAND, 8. C., Jan. 7.—The year
starts in most auspiciously both for the
Kootenay district and the Trail creek min-
Ing division. The output for the district
and the division for 187 was simply phe-
nomenal, aggregaiing the sum of $8136,-
69%. This is an enormous yield when it is
considered that the entire output of the
lode mines of British Columbia for the ten
Years previous to 1887 was only $8.087.322.
The Trail creek division played a most im-
portant part in bringing about this re-
sult, this division alone producing $3.025.-
518. This is only a little short of half of
the entire product of the lode mines of
British Columbia for the year 1886, which

cgated $4.257179. The total product

of ore in Trall creek division was 75542
tons. Of this 72.842 tons was smelted and
the balance 2,70 tons, was milled.

They
were refused a hearing, but brought the
matter up before the supreme court of the
state, and secured a writ of prohable
cause and an order to the warden at San
Quentin not td execute the prisoner until
notified.

The supreme court then reversed Judge
Bahrs’ second order, affirmed the first, and
directed the superior court to proceed with
the carrying out of tha judgment hy setting
a date for tha execution. Accordingly, on
December 15 Judge Bahrs resentenced
Durrant, this time fixing the date of the
execution for Friday, January 7, 1808,

The next etep taken by Durrant’s attor-
neys was the filing of an affidavit, charg-
ing that Horace Smyth, one of the trial
jurors, had admitted hasing his verdict on
information obained out of court. Smyth
appeared before Judge Slack on December
2%, chargrd with contempt of court He
waa promptly acquitted, but was mme-
diately sued by Durrant's parents for
