The Mo«t Trentendou« Canyon in the
World.

John Muir in the January Atlantic.
It is abruptly countersunk in the forest

plateau, so that you see nothing of it un-
til you arc suddenly stopped on its brink,
with its immeasurable wealth of divinely
colored and sculptured buildings before
you and beneath you. No matter how far
you may have wandered hitherto, or how
many famous gorges and valleys you
have seen, this one, the Grand Canyon of
the Colorado, wiil seem as novel to you.
as unearthly in the color and grandeur
and quantity of its architecture, as if you
had found It after death on some other
far; so incomparably lovely and grand
and supreme is it above all the other de-
lightful canyons in our fire-moulded,
earthquake-shaken, rain washed, wave-
washed, river and glacier sculptured
world. It is about 8,000 feet deep where
you first see It, and from rim !o rim ten
to fifteen miles wide. And instead of be-
ing dependent for interest on waterfalls,
depth, wall sculpture and b«auty of park-
like floor, like most other great canyons,
no waterfalls are in sight, and no appre-
ciab e floor >paot-. The big river has just
room enough to flow and roar obscurely,
here and there gropir.g its way as best it
can like a weary, murmuring, overladen
traveler trying to escape from the tre-
mendous bewildering labyrinthic abyss,
while its roar serves only to mellow and
deepen the silence. Instead of being filled
only with air the vast space between the
walls Is crowded with nature's grandest
buildings?a sublime city of them painted
in every coJor of the rainbow, and
adorned with richly fretted cornice and
battlement spire and tower in endless
variety of style and architecture. Every
architectural invention of man has been
anticipated and far more in this grandest

of God's terrestrial cities.

To show how exhaustive have
bet-n my experiments, I would state that
the craft has remained submerged for
eight and a half out of ten hours with
from three to lour passengers on l>oard,
and has remained utuh r water with three
passengers on board for over three hours
at a stretch without any connection with
the surface whatever. This was done sev-
eral day? in succession. She has been
maintained upon an absolutely level keel
for over three hours at a time, observa-
tions as to maintenance of this, condition
being made by a passenger upon an ordi-
nary spirit level, the air bubble of which
did not during this time vary a hair's
breadth from the level mark. During the
time I have been secretly carrying on
these test? in Lake Winnebago over three
hundred descents and voyages have been
made by the submarine boat. Between
sixty and seventy passengers have bten
carried at different times. A depth of
thirty-two feet, the deepest water in t,;at
vicinity, has been navigated.

THE MYSTERY OF A
SUBMARINE BOAT.

Inventor of the Much-Talhetl-of-Craft
That liai Been DOIOK Wonderful
Trick* In Lake Winnebaieo at

Last Make* a Statement?ilia Iloat
lias Prot ed a Complete Suecem.

WASHINGTON*. Jan. «?The suffer-
ings of the starving thousands who
e.ected to face the privation of a Klon-
dike winter, in order to be on the spot
when mining began again in the spring,
are appealing more strongly than the
thirst for gold to the people in this coun-
try. Washington offit sals have bestirred
themselves to find some way of reaching

the snow-imprisoned miners, red tape has
b*-en banished to the background, and
everyone invited to give advice on the
subject or suggest a means of reaching
the miners with the life-saving provis-
ions. In this crisis of affairs in the Klon-
dike the signed tvnamunication from Sec-
retary of War Alger, printed with this,
will be read with great interest.

It refers to a project that seems to be
the most sensible yet put forward for
reaching the starving m*nevs. The map
of the gold distrkt in Alaska is familiar

?1 most newspaper readers. The barrier
between the miners and would-be rescu-
ers is ti»e range of hills over which, wwn
the w.um weather comes, the gold-seek-
ers will trail by way of ths OhHkoot pass.
At present the great depth of snow m*kes
the pass impassable, and the problems
that engineers ali over the country are
grappling with is how to get over this
snow barrier into the comparatively open
country to Fort Selkirk, and thence to
Dawson. The plan of which the secre-
tary of war speaks so encouragingly in
his communication is to plow a way over
the Chilkoot pass by the irresistible force
of steam operating immense snow-loco-
motives that are built to drive through
the snow, scattering it right and leffc and
leaving behind in their track a hard, level
roadway, over which the rescuing parties

can march as jubilantly as did the Is-
raelites over the pathway that Moses
cpered for them through the waters of
the Red sea.

Secretary Alger has been for some time
in communication with the projectors of
the plan for beating down the barriers
of the Yukon, and, knowing as he does,
tire astonishing feats that have been per-
formed by engines that travel over snow,
through seeing theni at work on his own
logging property in Michigan, he is anx-
ious that the idc»» should be put to the
most complete test.

Ten of these engines have been con-
structed, and are now on th» ir way to the
snow barriers, where they will be put
speedily to work. Secretary Alger will
watch the result of these experiments,
before making the forcing of the Chil-
koot pass by their assistance a project
that Uncle Sam fathers In the interest of
his starving family in Dawson. If the
flr.-t trial of the snow locomotives gives
promise of success, then the probability
is that the government will purchase abig battery o£ them and send them on
their pounding, pushing, driving way to
Dawson, with the official blessing of
Washington and the war olllca to keep
the machinery oiled.

Two passes are to be tried, the Chilkoot
pass and the Dalton trail, or White pass,
the Chilkoot being the one In which the
urea test number of snow locomotives will
he concentrated. -In the Chilkoot pass
the locomotives will have only about half
a mile of mountain that is too difficult
for the engines io tackle, and on this
h i!f-rni!e the engineers wtll be forced to
aid (hem by ? xtraneous means. It isproposed to heip them over this difficult
stretch of the pa-s by cable power. In
every other pt:rt of the road the locomo-
tives are to make their own way.
