Weatmltist*' ". and renting Prosca s hall

on Ninth avenu-. which was at once titled
up to aerve all the practical of
a church. From ti.e very outset there
were many people who cherished the hope

that some day. when ail bitterness of feel*
true had subsided, the two dissenting par-
ties would come together again in har-
®ony as members of the same fold. Over-
tores were actually made by the members

af the older church. Inviting the Wesi-
Biaster people to return and untie with
them. but the tatter declined the Invita-
tion. beileving that the best interests of

loth churches would be served by remain-
ing apart. They argued that ail possibil-
ity of friction would thus be certainly

avoided, and as distinct organisations

each could develop a larger held of church
usefulness and each could maintain to-

ward the other a fraternal feeling.

This Is practical the situation today,
asd It is now probably rendered perma-
nent by the negotiations wnich the VVest-
jainster congregation have Just closed for
the purchase of a site on which to erect a
building- Bather an Interesting story is
connected with this transaction. About a
year ago the congregation raised a build-
lag fund amounting to 11,840 and selected
a lot which they thought suitable arid
desirable. It ft<<r at the corner of Colum-
bia street and Broadway, and was owned
fcy A. A. Denny. Unfortunately for the
tliurch people, Mr. Ijenny's price for the
lot went far Deyond the size of their fund.
They looked around for another place, ex-
Miintng no less than nine locations, but
failed to find another that suited them.
A week or so ago the church, or Its Indi-
vidual members, succeeded in wiping out
the last vestige of debts which they had
owsd as members of the old church. With
this good state of affairs in mind they
turned their thoughts once more toward
tfia building project. Meanwhile the
lienny property which they had first se-
lected had been turned over Into other
hands. The new manager, on being ap-
proached. exactly the price the
church people had set as their standard,
»r.d the deal was virtually closed last
v«tk. Having thus secured a very eligible

lot. plans looking toward a building will
?t once be set on foot, and it is iik-?ly

that next year will see another handsome
edifice addeft to Seattle's already long list
?f churches.

In the meantime the work of re-estab-
lishing a fraternal spirit between the
Beubers of this congregation and that of
the First Presbyterian church has pro-
gressed so far that today the feeling la
Jost as harmonious among all of them as
U was before the separation.
