WASHINGTON, Jan. 16? The Hi-
r><*::an trealy will this week again oc-
cupy the major portksa of the time cf
the senate. It appears improbable, haw-
ever. that the treaty wiil be taken up
on Monday. There la an unanimous
agrrerrent to vote on the immigration bill
durtn g the day. and It is altogether prob-
fc'-.ic that this vote will be preceded by
seme discussion of the merits cf the
bill.

Senator Woicoet has given notice of his
intention to addreas the senate on Mon-
day, when he will make a report of the
transactions of the recent International
bi-rr,eta!iic commission. Senator Wol-
cott his never given extended public Ut-
terance concerning the commission's
work, and there ia very general Interest
manifested as to the course he may pur-
sue in his speech.

When the senate resumes considera-
tion of the Hawaiian treaty, Senator
Morgan will take the floor, and it Is ex-
pected will consume at least another day

in the presentation of his views in favor
of annexation. Ha will be followed by
Senator. Pettlgrew and White in opposi-
tion to the treaty, and by other senators
fjr ar. 1 against It. There is no hope

that the debate wiil be concluded during

the w e«-k.
A great many senators wish to speak,

and as long aa the result of the vote is
as uncertain as it is at present, neither
side wil! be disposed to allow the vote to

be taken.
The senate has egre-d to vote on the

confirmation of Attorney General Mc-
Kenna as associate Justice of the su-
preme codrt on n-xt Friday, and the
probabilities are that this vote will be
preceded by some discussion on Mr. Mc-
K'-nna's merits.

The urgent deficiency appropriation bill
will, in all probability, be reported on
Monday, and there may be an effort to
secure its adoption during the week.

AA hot the House Will Do.
The house is likely to become the arena

for a general discussion of our foreign
relations ir. connection with the consider-
ation of the diplomatic and consular ap-
propriation bill during the week- The
Cuban situation, tha annexation of Ha-
waii and the designs of the European
powers toward China will, of course, be
the principal topics to attract attention.
The house managers do not want an ex-
tended debate on Cuba precipitated at
this time, but the minority Is determined
to press the question during the consid-
eration of this bill. They believe the
time is particularly inopportune; owing

to the autonomy riots in Havana.
Tomorrow is District of Columbia day,

and on Tuesday the consideration of the
army appropriation bill will be resumed.
This Is likely to be finished Tuesday,
afier which the consular bill will prob-
ably consume the remainder of the wetk.

A vo ce gentle aci sympathetic; brown
eyes that Hash the cordial welcome that
speaks tn the hearty grasp of her dainty
white har.d; a frank, open countenance,
whose beauty grg»j on one, and a broad,
white forehead, e.us.ered about with
dark wavy hair? such is but a poor pic-
ture of Mrs. Add.e G. McDermott. of
Washington, D. C., who came clear
*cioss the continent, leaving the asphalt
streets, shaded avenues and throngs of
statesmen to take a look at Seattle and
catch a glimpat.? Ly proxy?of the fc-'idea
Klondike.

For years Mrs. M Dermott has divided
her time between New York. Washington
and Ba.timore. iier home was in Balti-
more for a number of years, bat s>:e js

now a resident of the capital city. She is
a figure in th« gay life of the national
capital, and to her ttas and afternoons
at home come the brainiest men and wo-
men of Washington?the senators and
most distinguished statesmen and finan-
ciers of the day. She is the life-long
friend cf the Gorman# and the Garys of
Maryland.

A few days ago Mrs. McDermott came
to Seattle and registered at the Butier.
Her coming was known to no one aside
from a few well known Seattle people to
whom she brought letters. For a few
days she was a guest at Mrs. Baker's,
at Third and Marion streets. Tomorrow
she will go to Tacoma to visit for a day
or so. and will then return to Seattle for
a short stay before returning East.

"I am in Seattle simply on a business
mission." said Mrs. McDermott at tho
Butler last night. "You see, we women
have some claims to business as well as
you men. Indeed, I have managed my
otvn business affairs for so long that 1
feci quite at liberty to go wherever and
whenever necessity demands. 1 had
heard so much of Seattle that I deter-
mined to come and see for myself what
sort of city the people of the Pacific
coast were building here on Puget sound.

a hospital in the city for a day at the
city's expanse and then transferred to
the care of the county. As I understand
it. the bills for 'ast month's patients sent

by me to the hospital ha\e been heid up.
1 shall not assume the authority to send
any more patien.s to the hospital until
some action is taken. If a person die* an
the street 1 am not responsible.

"The rapid increase in the population o"
Seattle has brought ai>out a correspond-*
lng increase in the number of applicants
for medical assistance. Many of those
who apply to me are really in need of as-

sistance, and wholly without means to

pay for it. What is to be done with them?
They have not. in a majority of cases,
lived in the city a year. The county com-
missioners will not take them, and tho
city has made no provision for them. It
is a question that is bound to becomo
more serious during the next two or three
months and I should like to have some
action taken."

The last time the problem of the case of
the Indigent sick was occupying public
attention the prosecuting attorney, John
F. Miller, rendered an opinion In whi.-h
he held that the county was responsible
for their care and that the city had only
to look after people that were sick wnne
under police surveillance. The board of
health, in the face of this decision,
agreed to allow the health officer to handle
all emergency cases and investigate indi-
gent sick cases if th» county would fur-
nish drugs and give the health officer au-
thority to send patients to the county hos-
pital. The agreement was put in writing,
but the county commissioners did not sis;n
it. Matters have drifted Along until the
tame old trouble has bobbed up.
