Of course we expect
a change of management under the gov-
ernment of Tammar.y. but It will take
some tim»> to overthrow the reforms al-
ready established. The example of t lean
streets is also one that we are not willing
to believe will be lost.

But of all his reforms the most far-reach-
ing wHI be that in the administration of
the public schools. Ho has been the chil-
dren's mayor. Airainst every opposition
Mayor Strong determined that the anti-
quated system of school government in
this city must go. Three years aso the
cumbrous school law divided responsibil-
ity. and made the schools a field for job-
bery and plunder. That system could not
have been abolished merely by legislative
enactment, but required the support and
approval of Mayor Strong. Aga.nst a!I
misrepresentation and political influence
he stood firm, and the reform school bill
became a law; and the mayor carried out
that reform by the appointment of the
most admirable body of men which the
!>oard of education has ever had. U must
be borne in mind that it Is but eighteen
months since the law has been operative,
and but a year since the board of educa-
tion could be thoroughly organised. Dur-
ing this time a great number of reforms
have been achieved, which are admirably
summarized in the Educational Review for
January. Three of the most comoetent
princiiuils in the country have been ap-
pointed to take charge of secondary edu-
cation, which has been introduced into our
public school system for the iirst time
under mod»rn conditions and With care-
fully chosen teachers. A supervisor of
kindergartens has been appointed, and
more than forty classes are now in opera-
tion. A child i in now pass successively
through all grades of instruction, from the
kindergarten to the college, at public ex-
pense. More new schoois have been b< gun
and completed, and more property ac-
quired for school purposes, than ever be-
