CtfiA'S BAD PLIGHT.

Th* more familiar the American peo-
ple become with the true situation In

Havana, the more assured they are that
if we should annex that island we
would have a very serious responslbil-
ity upon our hands. Everything tends
to the conclusion that the people are

not fitted for self-government, and that
an independent government would be-

come precisely like those part-Spanish
part-Indian republics, which have kept
South America in a turmoil ever since

they were created.

Spaln has been, perhaps, to blame for

the conditions which prevail. That

country never sought to make colonies
which should be self-supporting. Great

Britain and Spain have for two or three
hundred years been rivals for the pos-

session of foreign territory, but the rule

of one has led to the formation of great

independent communities, either sepa-

rate or held by friendly ties, while the

rule of the other has led to the demor-

alization of the native races and the

establishment of mere pretexts of gov-

ernment which reek with corruption.
Out of the efforts of England to es-

tablish colonies have arisen the United
St&tes, Canada, Australia, New Zealand

and Cape Colony. The efforts of Spain

resulted only in schemes for the rob-

bery of the natives of their gold and

silver either by seizing their mines or
by extorting their money through taxa-
tion. Cuba is the most deplorable of ail

these examples. The years of oppres-
sion and spoliation have bred a race
thriftless and not altogether honest.

We learn of the true character of most

of the prominent leaders in the rebel-

lion when any one does something
which does not please the Cuban press.

They are all patriots and high-minded

v en as a br>dy, but individually they
hav* their faults.

The physician who is accused of hav-

ing betrayed Maceo to his death was
thought enough of to be trusted until
the accusation, and then It was re-
vealed that he had always been a ras-
cal. Only a few days ago a brigadier
general of the Cubans was shot and his
compatriots now say they never thought

much of him. and that he used to be a
highwayman.

The lawlessness in Cubs has hereto-
fore been confined, so far as known, to

districts outside of the neighborhood

of Havana. While Weyler was in com-
mand that was very safe. Hut the in-
cidents <f the past few days make it
e\ ident that the government has

its grip. Among the rioters were a num-
l--r of officers, and it was officers of
the regular army who a few days ago
! tuke into the newspaper office and de-
stroy d its type atid pre*s;.a. It does
not seem that the tumult was particu-
larly against the government, or h -

cause of any particular grievance. It
is probable that the whole affair orig-
inated In the turbulence of tlie popu-
lace.

dike free of duty. But that m-Jtei little
difference to Seattle merchants. They
sre so far able to undersell Canadian
dealers that, with the custon&s charges
added, Jt is still of advantage to the Kion-
dtker to buy here. Furthermore :t should
be mentioned that there is an American
revenue force at Dyea and Skaguay that
Imposes charges that quits offset the
Canadian duties at Lake Tagieh. The
bonding privilege has not yet been made
easy for Canadians.

It may be remembered that the Victoria
Colonist some time since waxed exceed-
ing wroth because the Post-Intelligencer
ridiculed its pretense that the Stickeen is
an all-Canadian route. It disputed flatly
a statement of this paper that no vessel
could make continuous passage from Vic-
toria or Fort Simpson across Dixon's en-
trance and up the river to Telegraph
creek. The Victoria paper now makes
the following statement:

"The Stickeen route Is available now
for the transportation of prospectors and
will doubtless be available during Febru-
ary and March, and perhaps part of April
for winter transportation of freight.
Those going by it will take a steamer at
Victoria for Wrangel. which is situated
on an Island about six miles from the
mouth of the Stickeen. Wrangel la in
territory now occupied by the United
States. It is iOQ miles from Victoria."

It must be assumed that the Colonist
was led Into a statement of facts oaly
through inadvertence. It Is proper to add,
however, that the Colonist declares that
"in the season of navigation vessels can
sail from points in British Columbia up
the Stickeen and past the conventional
boundary," etc. Can? But they won't,
If they have the slightest regard for the
safety of passengers. Persons going by

the alleged ali-Canadlaa route will find
that they will not escape the same cus-
toms regulations as are Imposed at Dyea

and Skaguay.

We find in the Spokane Record, a Peo-

ple's party paper, a severe arraignment of
State Printer Hicks, who is termed an
"unprincipled apostate" and is accused of
havi&g "scandalously disgraced his ex-
alted political position." His impeachment

is called for. Without pretending to as-
sert that the Indictment la deserved, we
think we are justified in calling attention
to the fact that Hicks was nominated and
elected as at) avowed and tried friend of
organized labor, and especially of the
printers' union. After election the state
printing office Is "ratted," and only

"scabs" are employed. We do net know

that Hicks Is not right; but we do know
what the result of hi 3 quarrel is, and we
think his obligation to organized labor

was so strong that he should not have vio-

lated It except for some extraordinary rea-
son or reasons. It is well enough also to
call attention to the fact that the previous

Republican state printer, Mr. White, with-

out any noisy declamation about his
friendliness to labor, always employed

union printers.

The nominal tie that binds together three
parties in fusion is silver.

Seattle is the chief town of the
state oj Washington, has a population of
between 65.000 and 70,000, is a depot for
three great lines of railway, is to the
Pacific northwest wfyat New York is to
the East, has a grand street tram service,
is electric lighted, and !s evidently a live
up to date town In every respect. Three-
fourths of all the people bound to Alaska
and Klondike take their departure Jiom
the great city of Puget sound. The spe-
cial Klondike edition of the Post-lntelll-
gencer is well Illustrated with maps show-
ing the different mining locations and
the different roads and trails, with an
outline of all the western railway lines
and those that converge at Seattle, which
evidently has a great future before it. At
the time the special edition was issued
thousands of intending prospectors Wtre
gathered in the city awaiting the first
favorable opportunity to make a start
for the mines. Seattle proudly claims to
be the Gateway City to the Klondike gold
fields. It publishes a list of miners whose
finds total $4,097,600, to say nothing of the
many thousands of dollars stored away
until the miners are ready to come out.

SEATTLE AND THE NEWSPAPERS.

The advertising which Seattle i« receiv-
ing in connection with the Klondike and
Alaska trade cemtieui s to a marked ex-
tent in newspapers throughout the coun-
try. Of course there is a vast diversity

and rang- of tone in the notes and com-
ments thus published. Sorre cf them con-
cede unquestionably and ungrudg-
ingly that this city is the main
entrepot for the vast volume of
trafile and transportation now de-
veloping in connection with the new
northern market. Others show a degrea

of jealously that is both amazing and
arnu>l ng.

In most Instances the ignorance dis-
played by the latter class is so obvious
and their misrepresentations so trans-

parent was to defeat their own object. In-
telligent prospectors who have set out tor
the Klondike from eastern states have.
without ar.y coaching or urging frcm S>
attle. had their favorable attention di-
rected to this city by vindictive and ven-

| omous envy displayed in r-ertaln news-
papers. The HaverhiU-Boston Syndicate,

I one of the first large par ass to outfit in
Seattle this season, stated that this was
the real cause of their decision to come
here.

A good illustration of this particular

animus appeared in a press dispatch sent
cut from San Francisco last Sunday

night, stating that the steamer Walla

Walla had juat sailed from San Francisco
for Skaguay. In pol§t of fact of course
she sailed for Seattle, and whatever
transportation her passengers obtained
for Skaguay had to be gotten here. Fur-
thermore the same dispatch stated that
the 3&* passengers all left San Francis-
co fully outfitted, carrying 127.500 pounds

of baggage and provisions. A little cal-
culation will show that this amount of
stuff would just about supply the 64 and
leave the 300 absolutely unequipped.

The attitude In California toward Se-
attle is now rather interesting:. Outside
of San Francisco there is a manifest and
growing conviction that Klondikers had
better buy their goods here and that they
are going to do it. The Oakland, Cai.,
Enquirer, of January 7. says:

Col. John O. Uanscom of Berkeley yes-

j terday received a letter from Seattle,

vhieh indicates that the enterprising town

of the northwest has already outstripped
San Francisco in the contest for trade
of those joining the rush to the Klondike.
While San Francisco merchants are pre-
paring to advertise the advantages of
their city as outfitting headquarters for
Alaskan miners, Seattle has already be-
gun to enjoy a boom In business that
means big profits. The letter received »y
Col. Uanscom is from William A. Nash,
a former Berkeley editor and well known
in both Berkeley and Oakland. It was
dated at Seattle last Monday.

"People are coming here by the thous-
ands every day and every steamer for the
north is crowded," says Mr. Nash. "A per-
son has to get his passage weeks ahead.
When the rush fairly sets in 1 do not
know how they are all going to get pass-
age. The Corona came down last nignt
with forty passengers from Dawson and
they brought $52i>.006 in gold dust and
nusgets with them. 1 saw some of it
today and it looked fine and gave me the
fever worse than ever.

"There will be between 100,000 and ISO.OOO
people try to get in there this spring and
money will be very plentiful." Judging
by this letter, Seattle is going to have ail
the Klondike business it can handle.

A marvelous exhibition of its purpose to
mislead is shown by the San Francisco
Chronicle. In a recent issue it publishes
a full page map, explicitly stating that
the map was compiled Dy Prof. George
Davidson, late assistant superintendent

of the United States coast and geodetic
survey. The scale of miles as printed
shows the distance from San Francisco
to Dutch harbor as miles, when in
fact it is about 2,000, Worse still, the
map shows such a distortion of territory
as to obliterate Oregon and Washington
entirely. Puget sound does not appear,
and San Francisco is shown to be just

100 miles from Dixon's entrance. The
real distance is about I.SOO miles.

The Los Angeles Times makes Its fling
at Seattle by reprinting the following

communication from "a man:"
"Men will rush off to Seattle and lie

there waiting for a steam, r, and while
in this state of suspended animation.
*pend ail the money they have, as every-
thing is so high they cannot economize,
and the hotels and lodging houses are the
only places of business which derive any
benefit from this temporary boom. i
have just returned from Seattle, and
can say that intending gold-seekers had
far better outfit in Los Angeles or San
Francisco, as, they will be called upon
to pay two prices If they wait to pur-
chase their supplies in the northern Lotm
town."

On which the Time 3 offers tha following
sage comment:

"This advice .is certainly worthy the
consideration of persons contemplating
a trip to the Alaskan gold fields, for, pa

is easily understood, whenever gold-seek-

ers flock into a city the size of Seattle
to buy mining supplies, they must expect
to be called upon to pay boom prices for
them, and it is the part of wisdom to
outfit at some place In which the fever
is not raging."

It seems a trifle abstird for a city as far
removed from the great center of the
present mining activity *s L.os Angeles to

offer advice about outfits. If climate |
and orange* were under discussion It
would be different.
