Get a clothe* bag not over three feet
long and fifteen inches In diameter when
filled. Anything longer will be hard to
pa> k on horses.

Where possible put tea, coffee and other
canm-d goods in square or flat caos, not
In round.

Sometime* grocers pack goods In such
a way a* to spoil rutiny articles. A nice
sack of prune* is put inside % canvas
sack, and several codfish are stuck In
down the sides to till the sack. As the
content* of the *ack are subject to more
or less moisture during the trip, the re-
sult Is the prunes are nearly spoiled. An-
other instance 1* where a sack of salt has
been put in the same canvas sack con-
taining dried apples. Baking powder,
soap and red pepper have been sacked to-
gethcr. When the cans get jammed a lit-
tle tb«* contents leak out and you have
a highly flavored mixture.

I would also advise newcomers to sack
everything possible, candles and a few
other things excepted. Back all small

boxes. Limit packages to fifty pounds,
but where not possible to arrive at the
exact weight, do not make them over
sixty pounds.
