The scheme is one of the most interest-
ing yet launched in connection with the
increase of trade to the north, and con-
teraplates saw mills at Qifferent points
along the chain of lakes that lie in the
the routes leading across
the mountains from tide water to Daw-
son. The principal business of the saw
mills will be to cut lumber for boats to
be used by prospectors and miners g A
down to the guld fields. When running
to full capacity the mills will be able to
turn out eighty completed boats daily.

The first use that the saw mills will
be put to, however, will be eutting
to build two stern-wheel steamers,
are to ply on the lakes,
feet long, 18 feet beam and will draw
inches of water. After the completio
of the steamers the mills wiil be startel
cutting boat lumber and the daily ca-
pacity will be 40,000 feet. The mills will
have electric light plants and can run
during the dark hours of the shor: days
or on a night shift If necessary. The
boats will be delivered at the head of
Lake Bennett, and Mr. Kerry says that
the steamers can take long strings of
loaded boas and tow them a distance of
seventy-two miles.
