He Is one of the best wrestlers
in, ] football players in th.- city, and if he
could s;»are tine* from work to devote
*t*cial attention to any one branch of ath-
letics he would be a s? ir. Sharpe is a
good pole vaulter and above the average
high jumper. From vis work in jumping
last year I thought he would come to the
front faster than ever with another sea-
son's work. He changed his style a year
ago, and it worked a wonderful change in
his average performance. Instead of run-
ning at tho bar from the side he followed
the system adopted by Kerrigan, of Mult-
nomah. and approached at right angles.
If S-attle or Tacoma produces a cham-
pion running high jumper on the lines
followed in the past five years I will bo
greatly surprised. Kerrigan, of Portland,
is so far ahead of all of our best men that
there in no chanee for discussion. Gould,
of Tacoma. Is a more natural jumper
than Ki rrlgan, but his system Is wrong.
With proper training Gould ou«ht to char
t he bar at :«lx feet without any unusual
effort. Hoblitxell, the third of tho trio
which will ko north, is known better in
l a-, ball and football than track and field
athletics.
