ment, according to the transfer books in
the office ot the county auditor. If any
such property stands in the name of a de-
ceased person, or any person for whom a
guardian has been appointed, the signa-
ture of the executor or administrator or
guardian, as the case may be. shall be
equivalent to the signature of the owner
of such property on such petition.

"If the board of public works finds the
facts set forth in said petition to be true,
it shall cause an estimate of the cost of
such improvement to be made and trans-
mit the petition, together with all papers
anu information in its possession touching
such improvement, with tiie estimated
cost thereof, and its recommendation
thereof, to the city council; provided, that
no grade shall be changed when abutting
owner or owners have built or made im-
provements on any street, highway or al-
ley, unless such petition shall be signed hy
the owners of a majority of the frontage
on the street, highway or alley within the
district to be affected.
