In the legislature passed the follow-
ing :

"Be it enacted by the legislature of the
star.- of Washington:

"Section I. That the 12th day of Febru-
ary of < a< h y. ir. the same i«-ing the an*
nlversary of the birth of Abraham Lin-
coln. be and it i.-t hereby declared to be a
ie*ai holiday in the state of Washington."

The bill passed tha* senate January 3D;

the house j as.-'d it February Ss and It was
approved February 12, the day it com-
meuiorstt d. Its passage made three birth-
day celebrations in the month of Febru-
ary. One a national holiday, Washing-
ton's birthday, or, the 22d. St. Valentine's
day, on the 14th, recognized only by cus-
tom and children, and the state celebra-
tion of the birth of Abraham Lincoln. As
the bill did not contain an emergency
clause .t was not effective upon its ap-
proval, and 1K»~> did not celebrate Lincoln's
birthday, neither did ls'i*, at least, as far
as the general current of business in Se-
attle was concerned.

The day Is a legal holiday in but five
states in the I nion?lllinois, Minnesota,
New Jersey, New York and Washington.
Its celebration usually finds expression in
the state by .i half holiday in schools, the
oth. r half day being devoted to exer ises
commemorative of the grtat man in honor
of whose memory the day is set apart. As
the 12th of February, this year fell on
Saturday, tie re were co exercises. Thi
banks, which ire usually ai.'rt t > the op-
portunity to declare a holiday, whenever
half an opportunity offers, hung signs out
Frid iy announcing that as Saturday was
a lcpal I .lid y tho Institutions would be
closed Yesterday the front d:x»rs of the
bank- were cl.i«ed.
