Fruitless Deliberations Which Formed the Pivotal Point of
Yesterday's Convention.

The Joint «»? »l»n of the threes committees ef conference, appointed by the
Populists, the Pern, rata and the Silver Republican reup etiveiy, had accom-
pli-nd nothing whatever up to tile hour of the adjournment of ail three con-

ventions last night.

The conf' rcr.co cor.im.tte>* consisted of nine members from each of the threo
partes wh h met In convention yesterday. giving the Joint committer a total
member*;up if tw«vnty-«« ven. The i'opislists took the Initiative in the appoint-

ment <{ s ich ,v commute-, rami: g their nine representatives at the forenoon
session. The two other parti. « each awaited the action of the Populists and did
not name their members of the joint committee until the afternoon session.

It was accordingly after thu hour suggested by tho Populists. 33u p. m ,

when the entire committee gut together In the anteroom to the east of the main
entrance at the J.-fferson theater. Promptly, and as If by preconcerted ar-
rangement, Col. was called tithe chair. Aft-r thanking th* committee* for
the honor thus conf- rrnlon him he expressed a cor iial hop*a that a basis of
frienily nib.it e could he rea-tul which would be satisfactory to all the par-
ties represented, a- <\ then with the reminder that the committee would oonslder
all matters brought before it not as partisans, but as members of a common
family, he called tho committee to order, and all outsiders. Including repre-
sentatives of the press, were rigidly excluded.

Unfortunately. Col Lyon's half-prophecy of felicitous harmony was not borne
out la tho deliberations of the committee. A spilt occurred as to the head *of
the ticket, and it grew wider and w der until It had broadened by nightfall Into
