T.e
minds and feelings of the people have
long be».n in revolt In secret against ih:s
power, which has no physical force be-
hind it. What has fermented in the brain
is now going into action.

The church is the one universal organ-
ization to pit against a Jewish universal
alliance. An alliance, therefore, is now
politically with Home, but she must keep

the republic. A monarchy -ouid only U\e
by force of the army, and would mean
war.

France Is not organized for war. for her
army is only mlliua. but Prince Henri of
Orleans Is hoping for a military move-
ment against the republic and then to come
to the top. He daily sh >wed himself dur-
ing the trial in the hull of the courthouse
and or.ts day embraced Maj. Esterhazy,
crying "Vive l'armee." He* was sur-
rounded and salaamed by his Orleanist
friends, but it did not do. He has no bril-
liant. captivating qualities, but only an

One
dispatch of 3.000 words came today from
Odessa. M Zola will write another letter
before surrendering himself. Ho is very
tired. He absolutely f. !t like a storm-
t<n»sed mariner. He was going, he said, to
the end o? the century in all-around new
conditions. Friends about him envied him
his new departure in the path of glory.
