Supplies can now bo taken from
Skagway to the lakes for 4 cents per
pound.

A dispatch from Vancouver, B. C., giv-

ing another interview with Maj. Perry

reached this city early this morning. It
read:

VANCOUVER, P. C . March 1-MaJ. A.
P. Pi rrv, of the Northwest mounted po-
lice, arrived here from Skagway this
morning When asked by a reporter if
thrt rumor was true that the British flag
had been raised on soil claimed by the
United States he answered:

"The British flag has not been raised on
American soil, but it is floating over the
\u25a0 ummit. Under the treaty it Is English

territory wherever there Is a definite sum-

mit. but where there is no summit lie

boundary <3 to start ten marine leagues

from the coast. As there is a definite
summit at the end of Skagway trail, the
customs house has been removed there
and the British flag hoiited."

A dispatch from Ottawa reads:
OTTAWA, Ont.. March 3. When shown

the Victoria dispatch stacing that reports
ft m Skagway had confirmed the report
that the British flag had been r.iised at
Summit lake, also that the Canadian gov-
ernment in'ended establishing a custcm
house at Crater lake both places being in
disputed territory. Minister of the Interior
Sifton said tonight:

"This is an old story revived. There is
a Canadian customs post at Summit, but
it is not in disputed territory. The British
ti.isr has not been raised and customs ports
are not beinir established In disputed ter-
ritory. There ia nothing in the story."

Mr. B. F. Jones, of Denver, Col., -who
went across the Skagway trail to Lake
Bennett and returned to Skagway last
week, arrived here on the Queen. He
claims that a Canadian oflVial is at Sum-
mit lako merely to warn Klondikers
against attempting to push on to Dawson
unless they are properly provisioned.
