WAS DONE MY A TORPEDO.

CLEVELAND, 0., March 4,-Dr. H. P.
Bigear. one of the most prominent phy-
sicians and surgeons of Cleveland, has Just
returned from Key West, where he was

in the midst of the excitement which fol-
lowed the blowing up of the battleship
Maine, and conversed with several of
those who were on the ill-fated ship at the
time of the disaster. He found that all
of those who were willies' to discuss the
matter at all were convinced that the ex-
plosion had been caused by an outside
force, probably by a torpedo.

"The officers were very reticent, but
from their manner it seemed that they had
no doubt as to the origin of the trouble,"
says Dr. Biggar. "Some of the 'middies'
and sailors were more outspok. n. and did
not hesitate to say that the work had been
done by a torpedo. They offered several
reasons for their belief, all of which
Seemed to justify thein in thinking as
they did."

The future course of govern-
mental afTairs in the city has much to do
with the prosperity it is to enjoy, and in
this I contend every oitixen has an in-
terest.

"Now, I want to say here that I have
heard of various kinds of policies?of this
man's policy and of that man's policy.
There is no Humes policy in this cam-
paign. Any pol'.cy that will aid a man
in honestly earning a living for his fam-
ily, I am for from start to finish. (Ap-
plause.) My policy Is that of the people.
There is to be no one-man policy Jn this
administration if I have anything to do
with it. It is your policy, your neighbor's

policy, and every ane'a policy that should
be carried out.

For All the People.

"Now. some people are asking me what
I intend to do if I am re-elected. I will
pursue the even tenor of my way. trying
to ascertain what is right and what is best
for all the people of Seattle. I will go
neither to the slums to find out what ia
needed nor to the preachers. For it is my
belief that in the settlement of the ques-
tions that confront the next administra-
tion there is no placs for extremes.
Rather will I go to the great Intermedi-
ate class, the business men, the taxpajers,

the laboring men. From the great masses
of the toiling people?as much from the
laborer with his little tin pail, earning sub-
sistence for his family in the sweat of his
brew, as the banker cutting coupons In his
back room?will I endeavor to learn the
wishes of the people, to find that which
will enable me to lay my course to the
best Interests of ail the people. (Loud
cheering.)

"I have been assailed and maligned by
certain gentlemen. Some reverend men
have attacked me before little children and
women. To these I will never have an op-

portunity to present my side of the case.
Who is there in Seattle ever saw me take a
drop of intoxicating beverages? Can any
man say that I ever won or lost a four-bit
piece on a gambling table? I defy him to
stand forth and speak! No man lives who
can say that I am a frequenter of low
places. And yet scane men say that I am
taming this town over to the disreputable

elements in order to be elected mayor!

"The harlot, the blackleg and the bunko
man are with us. You know why they are
here. Thia is a time of unusual Immigra-

tion and travel. We cannot prevent their
coining. How would you like the job of
going out on the steamer and railway lines
and asking this man or that woman what
they intended doing after they reached Se-
attle? (Lrfiughter.)

"It is my belief that Seattle should be a
city and not a Sunday «*hool. I fay this

wi:h all respect arid deference to the
church and to its intuitutiona. The people

who violate the law will be arrested and
dealt with accoring to law. The records
fhew that the violators of the law have
been eo dealt with in the past. I have no
apology to make. All I ask is candor and
fair treatment. If I am elected, I will give

to the people of Seattle the very best ad-
ministration of which I am capable, with
f*ar of no one and with equal courtesy and
fair dealing to every one." (Great ap-
plause.)

Several times during hla speech Mayor

II *tk» had to stop till tho applause sub-
sided. He was frequently cheered. The oth-
er speakers were ex-Mayor Byron Phelps.

Frank 11. V.'iestling, W. E. Humphrey,
Judge Fohte and Will H. Parry. Mr.
Phelps said that never before had the peo-
ple of Seattle had a mayor that spoke as
frankly, candidly and openly to the people

as Mayor Humes. Judge Eangley presided

and the hall was filled.
In the Third ward, over 100 voters assem-

bled la-t night in Pinckley's hall. Council-
man John Taylor presided. Mayor Humes
Will H. Parry, W. E. Humphrey and oth-
ers spoke.

In the Second ward a rousing meeting wan
held in Oltman's hill. George W. Somerln-
dyke presided. Pliny Allen. S. H. Piles.
Judge Foote and W. E. Humphrey spok*.
