SPOKANE UNION DEPOT TO BE SOLD.
—

Prospect of Lively Biddiag Among
Raillreads for the Property.
Spectal Dispaich to the Post-Inteiligencer.
SPOKANE, Sept. 15.—A case of consid-
erable interest to the transcontinental
roads entering Spokane will probably be
taken up by Judge Hanford at the present
term of the Federal court. It is the mat-
ter of the Union Depot Company, Mmvolv-
ing the sale of the lands and building now
oce by the O. R. & N. and Great
Northern as depot facilities tn this eity. On
April 11, 1397, the court issued a decree in
the case which 18 known as the American
Ioan and Trust Company vs. the Union
Depot Company et al., wherein it provided
that if the depot company falled to pay as
directed the sum of $6,00 on or hefore
September 1, 188, the property was to be
soid as single property without the right of
redemption. Of this amount the records

show only 340,000 has been paid in.

Under the terms of sale, as provided for,
the property must be sold for not less than
$350,000. As is the custom In cases of this
kind, it is expected that the court will is-
sue an order of sale amd directing the mas-
ter in dhancery to proceed to advertise the
property for sale. At present the affairs
of the Union Depot Company are in the
hands of Recelver A. H. Otis.

In addition to the Igterests In this valu-
able property now held by the O. R. & N.
and the Great Northern, the Northern Pa-
cific 18 currently reported to hold an eqi
ty through the purchase of the Secat
Lake Shore & Eastern line, The ownership
of the property would be of immense ad-
vantage to all three of the roads and the
bidding for it promises to be spirited.

J. J. 'HILL'S LATEST MOVE.
Has Acquired an Interest in the Bal-
timore & Ohio Rallroad.

NEW YORK, Sept. 15.—Business associ-
ates in Wall street of President J. J. Hiil,
of the Great Northern, today admitted
the truth of a rumeor tha* he will probably
be a factor in the reorganization of the
Baltimore & Ohto.
