They say it alters the set of
the garment. The unfashionable dress-
makers do put pockets in, but they are usu-
ally so beautifully hidden that it would
puzzle a Philadelphia lawyer to find the re-
ceptacle.

Up she rust
stand, planting her feet wide apart to
steady herself In the jerky motor or cable
car, and there fumble and grumble untll
the pocket is reached and the nickel handed
the waiting conductor.

To be sure, we came into the world
without a pocket, but that's no reason why
we should live without cne.

And plackets, or vents, or whatever name
you may please to call that opening
through which we put our heads, that ne-
cessary evil of a woman's gown.
