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THE FUNERAL OF GORDON.

G. W. STEEVEN'S ACCOUNT OF THE
IMPRESSIVE CEREMONY.

Witnessed by Motley Crowd—Four
Chaplains Officiate, Pipers Play a
Dirge and the Soundanese Band
Follows With “Abide With Me.”

G.  W. Steevens, the njmble English
globe-trotter, who ‘takes mental snapshots
here, there and everywhere, and does them
into lively and kpowing books, accompan-
fed the English army in the So
respondent of the Loadon Mail
be remembered in this city as the man
who described Chicago as ‘‘the cynosure
and cesspool of the world.” This was in
a volume on America. lLast spring, ciose
upon the war between Greece and Turke ¥,
he had a book printed on that contest with-
in a very short time after the cessation
of hostilitles, but that was nothing by
comparison with the present work of alm-
.w.r and his publishers. They are actually

nging out a book by telegraph, which
md) be considered the most up-to-date
thing in literature.

The Soudan dispatches are to be print-
ed immediately, substantially as they were
sent, but as it is impossible to put the
book in form and distrib ite it with
telegrapn rapidity the “immediately” must
be taken with some qualifications. The
newspaper is ahead of the promised vol-
ume, and its latest issue 1o arr,\e in this
country comaina the chapter on “The Fu-
neral of Gordon,” which reveals Mr. Stee-
vens under his usual high pressure. It
reads as follows:

“The steamers—screws, paddles, stern-
wheelers—plug-plugged thair steady way
up the full Nile. Past the northern fringe
ef Omdurman, where the sheikh came wut
with the white flag, past the breach where
we went Into the kKhalifa's stronghold, past
the choked embrasures and the lacerated
mahdi's tomb, past the swamp-rootes
paims of Tut| island. We looked at it
with a dispassionate, impersonal curiosity.
It was Sunday morning and that furious
Friday seemed already half a lifetime be-
hind us. The volleys had dwindied ont of
our ears and the smoke out of our nos-
trils; and today we were going to the
funeral of Gordon. After nearly fourteen
years the Christian soldier was to have a
Christian burial.

“On the steamers there was a detach-
ment of every corps, white, or black or
vellow, that had taken part in the ven-
geance. Every white officer that could be
spared from duty was there, fifty men
picked from each British battalion, ¢ne or
two from each unit of the Egyptian army.
