While pure food Jaws have Wo and
are t>elng enacted by many of the state
legislatures, and the standard of excellency
in food product* is Iteing elevated in con-
sequence, there 1* ye: room fur much need-
ed legislation in another direction, al-
though along the same line, and that is the
pre\entlon ny statute of the importation
of teas and coffees of a quality so low and
filthy a.« to render them unfit for tabl#
use. It may not be generally known that
thousands of tors of vile stuff under the
name of coffee?the pi' Kings and refuse of
the markets of Tendon. Havre. Hamburg,
and Brazil? ar» annually Imported Into
thta country. Coffees that were too low in
grade to find wile or consumption In thes#
markets have found room and ready *ala
in this country to "Rtisfv th<» insane crav-
ing for cheap t'vids. Pure food laws us
now constituted are powerless to prevent
thts traflir, since these Roods are not
adulterated. In the common acceptation of
the term; It is coffee, but of a grade so fr>*r
that the garbage box is the proper recep»
taele for it.

The I'nited States government This ren-
dered an inestimable service to the people
by the appointment of |nsj>ectors at th*
different ports of entry, whose duty it Is to
pass upon the quality of all teas imported
into this country, rejecting and confiscat-
ing all that fall shirt of the required stand-
ard; thi* action has driven out many of
the vile, prisonous compounds that form-
erly flooded the markets. It should now
turn its aitention to the more fruitful
fi«»ld of coffee, the people'* i>«v*raK«», !>?*-

cause we are a nation of coffee drinkers.
Inspectors of known ability should be ap-
pointed to pass upon all coffee arriving in
the country. confiscating all that falls be-
low the required standard.

Competition among roaster* of coffee In
the East has augmented this dc*ire f.<r
cheap good*. prices have been cut i>elt.w
the profit line, and as a natural conse-
quence, quality has given pUce to quantity
and room has been made for the importa-
tion of the rott«n refuse of European mar-
kets. Good coffee that would be all that
the name Implied la cheaper than for many
years: while the Java and East India
varieties are higher this year, are
yet many high trade coffees offered at very
low prices. The country should have pure
food laws with scope enough to prevent
the Importation «s well as the manufact-
ure and sale of unhealthful roods; It
should have a standard of quality equal
«t least to that of Europe, where the pub-
lic is protected against unhealthfol goods,
and It should prevent by rigid statute the
dumping fa the markets of this country
of merchandise that cannot be consumed
in the home markets.
