PROPOSED BENEFICIAL LEGISLATION.
P HOB LEXIS which are Just now Inter-

esting the members of the labor
unions of Seattle have to do with

matter* to t>e broi.ght to the attention of
the next legislature in the chape of biils

ttie improvt ment of the conditions sur-
rounding labor. As has been forecasted in
the Post-In telllgeneer, the delegates to the
W f»wrn Central Labor Union are advocat-
ing the pas-age by the nei' lcg.sliture of a
bill providing for an 8-hour work day for
state# and municipal employes, and on all
work a one for the «tate under contract. The
central un.ou is aiao discussing a b.li re-
pealing, in effect, the pr «« nt f. ilo-.v-s- r-
vant law. which is regarded by labor lead-
ers ;is inimical ;o the welfare of organized
labor.

These matters are to be discussed by the
Western Central Ijiibor Union at its regu-
lar meeting. December 7. This will be an
open meeting, and all members of t.ie
unions of Seattle will be admit:- 1 to the
meeting and permitted to part c.pate in the
discuss.on.

It A probable that the central union will
draw up a memory: to the legislator- ask-
ing for the passage of a me -.sure provi i r.g
for an elght-h-.ur work day on all public
work within the. state. Tiia principal r.ght
to be male by the labor leader* at the ap-
proaching session of the legislature wili be
on this line, union men say. The local la-
l>or leaders have taken measures to sound
the m» mlers tl« ct of the legislature on

matters, liefore the session s open-
ed it in probable that the centra! union will
